Review Consent Agenda Items

Council reviewed the consent agenda as presented.  Clerk Gomez discussed the Radio Read meter purchase and the bill that was received from HD Fowler.  
Staff Report

Planning Land Use

Adm. Ranger presented Council with a very rough draft of the updated zoning code that the Planning Commission is diligently working on.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that the deleted items were in red and the changes were in blue.  It looks like Council may get the final draft in April.  Adm. Ranger reminded Council that this has been a very long and argues process, but the Planning Commission is doing a very thorough job.      
Naches Depot and Trail
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Heritage SAFTE-LU Funds have been awarded.  WSDOT has announced that they had a shortfall and that the Town would have to come up with 20%, but WSDOT has realized that their shortfall is less than what was originally expected and the Town will need to come up with 15%.  This money comes from the FHWA High Priority portion of the project.  
Lions Funds
The check has been cut for $5,000 for the Lions Lease Agreement.  Adm. Ranger does not believe we will need to help with the six months of storage, as the Lions Club has found some temporary storage.    
Motion to Go Out for Bid
Adm. Ranger asked Council for a motion to go out to bid for the Depot project during the regular Council Meeting.  Adm. Ranger reminded Council that time is of the essence when it comes to projects of this caliber.  This project is already two months later than what was expected and prices are on the rise.  By having permission to go out to bid as soon as the appropriate paperwork is finished will save a substantial amount of time.    
Annexation
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the newly annexed property referred to as Haun and Cleman annexations is now apart of the Town of Naches.  The ordinance was recorded and returned to us by Yakima County.  Clerk Gomez is now in the process of informing the appropriate agencies.  
Adm. Ranger has been working on the Allan Road Engineering Study and Yakima County, Yakima Valley Conference of Governments, New Vision, and WSDOT have all committed to helping with the study.  All appropriate paperwork should be ready for Council to review next month.  

Web Site Design
Adm. Ranger informed Council website development is still at a stand still, but he will work on it within the coming month.  
USDA Annual Report
Clerk Gomez informed Council that she was contacted by Mr. Steve Troendle from the USDA office and given a training opportunity for completing the USDA required annual report.  Mr. Troendle knew that Clerk Gomez was a new clerk and he had several staff members that were also new, so he took the opportunity to train them at one time.  We were unable to complete the entire report, but were given lots of useful information and will be able to complete the report after consulting with Clerk Mead regarding some of her previous calculations.  

Clerk Gomez also attended training on the State Auditor’s Annual Report.  Ms. Toni Nelson, the Small Cities Specialist for the Auditor’s Office noticed that she had over 60 new clerks throughout the state so she decided she would hold training sessions on how to prepare the Annual report.  Again lots of useful information was obtained and the report should be finished within the month of April.  

Fireworks Show Celebration

Councilman Carney informed Council that he had met with the Chamber and the Cleman’s View Board and that they are all willing to commit to the Fireworks Celebration if the Town of Naches is willing to pay for half of the fireworks show, which is $2500.00.  This would end up being about a six hour event, with food, competitions and family oriented events for community members to come out and enjoy.     
Public Works
Adm. Ranger reported that Public Works foreman Mike Davis had returned all of the chlorinated gas containers from years past and the town has received a refund in the amount of $1,200 from Oxarc.
