Review Consent Agenda Items

Council reviewed the consent agenda as presented.   
Staff Report

Planning Land Use

Adm. Ranger reminded Council that they were presented a rough draft of the new zoning ordinance and it has been sent to CTED for their 60 day review period.        
Naches Depot and Trail
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Town would be going out to bid, hopefully within the next three weeks; we are now just waiting for a signature from the Federal Government releasing the funds.  

 Web-Site Design

Adm. Ranger has been working on our website design.  He is waiting to take a picture at night of the spire.

Abatement Issue

Adm. Ranger informed Council that over the past couple of weeks he had received numerous calls and complaints about the Mulligan residence located on South Naches Rd.  It is not only a public health issue, but a safety issue as well.  Adm. Ranger is working with Yakima County Code Enforcement Officer, John Walkenhauer, the prosecuting attorney’s office and the Sheriff’s office in order to get this issue resolved.  We are in hopes that some sort of issuance comes from Yakima County before the end of April.  

Adm. Ranger also informed Council about another abatement issue, this time involving a local butcher’s semi-trailer that was parked on Town Property.  A letter requesting the semi-be moved was hand delivered to the semi-owner.  Adm. Ranger was contacted via Attorney Sara Watkins that she had been in contact with the Butcher’s attorney and they are not pursing the matter any further.  
Fireworks Celebration

The Town of Naches will be sending in their portion of the payment for the fireworks celebration in the amount of $2,500.  Upper Valley Sports will then owe the remainder of the amount due.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Naches Fire Department will be attending the Fireworks celebration just as a safety precaution.  Attorney Watkins also wanted Council to be aware that we would also need to be responsible for crowd control at this celebration.  A fence would also have to be put up around the fireworks area in order to keep people out of harms way.    
2007 Census Information

Clerk Gomez informed Council that the 2007 Census had been compiled and sent to the Office of Financial Management.  The new population count for the Town of Naches is 858.

Dog Licenses

Adm. Ranger urged Council to license their dogs and to inform friends and neighbors of this mandatory issuance.    
Public Works

During Spring Break Public Works cleaned all of the schools parking lots with our street sweeper.  Public Works Lead, LynDee Campbell has had to make a few modifications to the radio reads and is hoping that we have everything squared away for next month.  Public Works I, Mr. Paul Stanton has aerated all of the Town lawns.  Adm. Ranger also informed Council that because of the electricity involved in the new pump for irrigation for the new Naches Meadows II Development Council will be asked to approve an ordinance charging residents of the new development $100.00 a year for irrigation services instead of the $60.00 that is charged to other residents that have the same size service.    
Lions Club
Adm. Ranger feels the Lions Club needs to make a move they have had plenty of time to vacate the building and now all that is left is moving their property.  Attorney Watkins wrote a letter to Council earlier in the month and informed Council that everything in the letter was attorney client privilege.
