Review Consent Agenda Items

Council reviewed the consent agenda as presented with an addition of Claims Warrants 10896-10897 in the amount of $3,291.03.   
Staff Report

Planning Land Use

Adm. Ranger informed Council that we needed to schedule a Public Hearing at our next Regular Council meeting on June 11, 2007 for the Comp Plan Review.  CTED is still in their comment period and we are hoping to get their feedback by the Public Hearing Date.  The Town plans on using Yakima County’s Critical Areas Ordinance, but Yakima County is actually placing their planning for this ordinance on hold at this time.  Adm. Ranger will contact CTED and ask for an extension of the June 30, 2007 completion date.          
Naches Depot and Trail
Adm. Ranger informed Council that Bids for the Naches Depot and Trail Project will take place on Thursday, May 17, 2007 at 2:00 PM.  The continuation of the Council meeting will take place on Monday May 21, 2007 in order to hopefully award the contract to the lowest bidder.
Allan Interchange

Adm. Ranger met with Yakima County, WSDOT, and YVCOG officials regarding the traffic study on the Allan Road Interchange.  All organizations have agreed to help with the Trans-Action project.  Mr. Ranger is in the process of securing contracts with all agencies.  Adm. Ranger is also working on the utilities portion of this project and is hoping to acquire a SIED Grant for this portion of the project.  
 Web-Site Design

Adm. Ranger has been working on our website design.  The biggest hold up now is text.  Adm. Ranger is hoping to have the finished web-site up and running in 60 days.  
Abatement Issue

Adm. Ranger informed Council that these issues would be discussed in Executive Session due to legal issues surrounding this abatement.  

Adm. Ranger also informed Council that the Naches Planning Commission had received a complaint letter from Mr. John Thompson regarding the sign ordinance.  The planning commission decided not to act on the issue and have legal counsel address Mr. Thompson’s concerns.  
Fireworks Celebration

Councilman Carney informed Council Members that He and leaders of the Cleman’s View Park Board will be meeting with the Pyrotechnicians to make the final arrangements in regards to the Third of July Fireworks Celebration.     
2007 Census Information

Clerk Gomez informed Council that she had received a call from OFM in regards to the new census numbers that were submitted to their office.  They are questioning our numbers and have gone all the way back to 2001.  They have given us two weeks to collect each person’s name and address in our community.  Administration does not have the time to devote to this collection of names, therefore we will probably come to a happy median of the figures that were sent in.   
Public Works

The Public Works crew is doing their normal wear & tear and preparing the Town for spring.  Several sets of sidewalks have been repaired and service lines are being installed and some being replaced.      
Review Vouchers

Council reviewed the April vouchers presented for approval.  Clerk Gomez reminded Council that the amount was a little more than usual as the Town was paying the Fire District their 1st half assessment and we were also paying the County Treasurer for our SIED Grant.   
Review Treasurer’s Monthly Report

Council reviewed the Month end report for April 2007.  Clerk Gomez informed Council of the Bank’s cash balance of $33,412.73 and the total cash and investments for April were 1,074,178.22.
