Review Consent Agenda Items

Staff Report

Planning Land Use

Adm. Ranger informed Council that we had received a nice comment letter from Lynn Kohn at CTED confirming our review of the Comprehensive Plan Update.  This completes the Plan Update.            
Naches Depot and Trail
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the bids for the Naches Depot and Trail Project came in way over the original expected figure.  Adm. Ranger has gone back and scaled down a few projects and has shaved off about $165,000.  There may be a need to come back to Council and request additional funding for this particular project.  
Allan Interchange Study
Adm. Ranger has met with all interested parties in the Allan Road Interchange Study.  Council is being asked to approve the contract with the three different agencies in order to begin the project.    
 Web-Site Design

Adm. Ranger has been unable to do much on the web site design project.    
Fireworks Celebration

Councilman Carney informed Council Members that a temporary fence will be constructed for the Fireworks Display.  There are several housecleaning projects that need to be done for the actual grounds about a week in advance that Mr. Carney will be addressing.  Councilman Carney also informed Council that the Fire Chief has signed off on the permit for the fireworks display.       
Public Works

The Public Works crew has been giving their annual tours to the 4th grade classrooms.  Street striping has been completed in and around town.  

Signage Issues

There have been several signage issues that have been brought up to the Planning Commission and now the Town Council, Adm. Ranger would like Council to know he has spoke with Mr. Ed Berry with WSDOT, who has informed Adm. Ranger that the signs may be allowable by the Town of Naches rules, but the Scenic Vista’s Act of 1975 supersedes our sign ordinance.  

Retail Center

Adm. Ranger informed Council that there is a hold up on the retail center being built next door to Ace Hardware, as the partnership has split and they must go through the proper channels to eliminate the partnership.  As soon as all of the legal issues are addressed construction may then begin on the new retail center.
