Review Consent Agenda Items

Council reviewed the consent agenda as presented.  

Staff Report

Naches Depot and Trail

Adm. Ranger informed Council that construction on the Depot Building began on September 4, 2007.  The project should be complete within 120 days.  Construction crews have begun the demolition process and have also started to tear off the old roof from the building.  Public Works has completed the water and sewer line installation.             

Allan Rd. Interchange

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Allan Road Interchange Study is ready to go.  Huibregtse Louman, the Town’s engineers is in the process of assigning an engineer to the project.      
NPDES Permit

The Town has received the final draft copy from the Department of Ecology. 

Byways Conference

Adm. Ranger informed Council that he will be attending the Byways Conference on September 12, 2007 at Crystal Mountain.  Adm. Ranger will also be attending a UGA meeting with Yakima County along with Planner Bill Hordan.

Yakima County Internet
Adm. Ranger met with George Helton, Director of Technology Services and has discussed the idea of using the County’s High Speed Internet Connection to service the Town’s Offices.  We are looking at sharing the connection costs of about $7,500 with the Library and the Fire Department.  This will give us several connections throughout the Town including the new Depot building.  We would like to use the 3% money that we receive from the State for criminal justice.      Councilman Harris asked if our insurance rates would change at all.  Adm. Ranger was unsure at this time but would look into the matter.         

Abatement Issues

Abatement Issues are still preceding, Adm. Ranger has requested an Executive Session to discuss with Council further on the matter.

Public Works

Adm. Ranger informed Council that Public Works has been busy placing water and sewer lines at the Depot site, while placing these lines they ran into several irrigation lines that we did not know existed.  Those irrigation lines had to be fixed because of several leaks.  

Naches Meadows II

Crews have been busy adding utility extensions for Phase II of the Naches Meadows II development.  

Review Vouchers

Council reviewed the September vouchers presented for approval.  

Review Treasurer’s Monthly Report

Council reviewed the Month end report for August 2007.
