TOWN OF NACHES COUNCIL MINUTES

January 14, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Eric Wolfe.

Mayor Eric Wolfe led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience.  

HONORS AND RECOGNITIONS

Mayor Pro-Tem, Rhonda Schab administered the Oath of Office to Mayor Eric Wolfe.  Mayor Eric Wolfe then administered the Oath of Office to Councilmember’s Michelle Carrell, Gayle Lloyd and Rick Carney.  

ADDITIONS TO AGENDA Mr. Todd Hilmes, Principal and Mr. Jeremy Freisz, Teacher of the Naches Valley School District would like to be placed on the Agenda to discuss and explain the upcoming M&O levy.  Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion to add item 10A to the Agenda and was seconded by Councilman Carney.  Motion carried.     
APPROVE AGENDA

Councilwoman Carrell moved seconded by Councilwoman Schab to approve the Agenda with the added item 10A Mr. Todd Hilmes and Jeremy Freisz, Principal and Teacher of the Naches Valley School District would like to be placed on the Agenda to discuss and explain the upcoming M&O levy as amended.  Motion carried unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA

Councilwoman Lloyd moved, seconded by Councilman Carney to approve the Consent Agenda as presented:

REPORTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS
Lt. Winter from the Yakima County Sheriff's Office informed Council that he had an end of year data report for Council to take a look at and ask questions if they had any.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Naches Depot Trail Project

Adm. Ranger informed Council of the Change Orders numbered 4-9.  Adm. Ranger discussed the changes in detail as well as the amounts of each change order.  Adm. Ranger also informed Council that the project should be completed by early spring.      

Allan Road Study

Adm. Ranger informed Council that we are now waiting for Huibregtse Louman and Associates as they are in the design phase of the project.  Mayor Wolfe asked what types of businesses would be allowed to go in the area.  Adm. Ranger informed Mayor Wolfe that the collaboration had been done months ago and that HLA is compiling the information and will give us that information when the design has been completed. 

Public Works Trust Fund Loan

Adm. Ranger informed Council that this was the update to the water comp-plan that we have been working on since 2005 and that this should be the last extension request, as we have submitted the plan and are now waiting for the comments to come back in from the different agencies.        

NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Todd Hilmes and Mr. Jeremy Freisz addressed the Council.  Mr. Hilmes apologized for Mr. Lyons being unavailable, but he was at the regularly scheduled school board meeting, so Mr. Freisz was taking his place tonight.  Mr. Hilmes thanked Council for allowing them the opportunity to speak with them tonight and also thanked them for being so supportive whenever there were school board issues to be discussed.  Mr. Hilmes informed Council that the Levy Committee has froze the tax rate in recommending a two year replacement maintenance and operation levy for Naches.  The replacement levy serves as a replacement levy amount simply supporting the present programs.  New construction and growth in our property value allows our tax rate to stay the same or to even be lower.  This particular levy makes up about 14% of the schools budget.  

Mr. Freisz also informed the Council that this levy covers the costs of travel expenses, new instruments for band, drama and any other extra curricular activity after school is funded by this money.  Some Para-pros and school teachers are also funded by this levy.  

Mr. Hilmes also wanted Council to be aware that there were exemption forms available for senior citizen and disabled exemptions at the school administration building.  Mr. Hilmes again thanked Council for allowing himself and Mr. Freisz to address the Council.   

Mayor Wolfe informed Council that the 2008 Sheriff's contract was up for renewal and would need to be voted on tonight.  The new contract calls for a 5% increase for the year.  Mayor Wolfe announced to Council that he would sustain from any vote and that Mayor Pro-Tem Schab would be signing the actual contract in order to avoid any conflicts of interest, as Mayor Wolfe is an employee of the Yakima County Sheriff's Office.  

Adm. Ranger discussed with Council Members the change orders for the Naches Depot & Trail Project.  

Change Order #4 in the amount of $3,229.99 is for the finishing of the floors in two separate rooms.  These two floors were not in the original bid to be finished.  

Change Order #5 in the amount of $32,794.05 is to change hardware and add the pedestrian bridge in which the Town recently acquired funds from additional enhancement funds to cover this particular change order.  

Change Order #6 in the amount of $3,044.79 is for an electrical modification because of specs for the mechanical portion being skewed.  There is also a credit for light fixtures on this particular change order.

Change Order #7 in the amount of $5,361.15 is for minor repairs and additions.  These items total 17 different minor changes that are needed for the integrity and maintenance of the project.

Change Order #8 in the amount of $994.33 is for the repair and structural components of the windows in need of repair.  

The only other change order that Adm. Ranger foresees in the future is for the additional parking lot, which will be funded by the additional enhancement funds that have been secured through Washington State.

Adm. Ranger also informed Council that with each of these change orders it has extended Stephens & Sons construction contract by an additional seven days in order to finish these items.   

RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES

Resolution 2008-1

Councilman Carney moved to approve Resolution 2008-1 allowing the Mayor to sign the 2008 Law Enforcement Assistance Agreement Contract with Yakima County Sheriff's Office.  The new contract permits a 5% increase for their contract services.  Councilwoman Carrell seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution 2008-2

Councilwoman Lloyd moved to approve Resolution 2008-2 authorizing the Mayor to sign Change Order #4 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $3,229.99.  Councilwoman Schab seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution 2008-3

Councilwoman Schab moved to approve Resolution 2008-3 authorizing the Mayor to sign Change Order #5 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $32,794.05.  Councilwoman Lloyd seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution 2008-4

Councilwoman Schab moved to approve Resolution 2008-4 authorizing the Mayor to sign Change Order #6 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $3,044.79.  Councilman Carney seconded.  The Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution 2008-5

Councilwoman Lloyd moved to approve Resolution 2008-5 authorizing the Mayor to sign Change Order #7 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $5,361.15.  Councilwoman Carrell seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Resolution 2008-6

Councilwoman Schab moved to approve Resolution 2008-6 authorizing the Mayor to sign Change Order #8 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $994.33.  Councilwoman Lloyd seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Mrs. Donna Kime of 103 W. Third St wanted to know if the Resolutions that Council just authorized the Mayor to sign was on top of the monies that the Town has set aside for the depot or if this was additional monies that they had agreed on spending.  Adm. Ranger informed Mrs. Kime and Council that this was additional monies that would be taken from the monies that had been set aside by the Council previously.  Mrs. Kime was also curious to know when the project would be complete and who was the actual contractor and had he done any work around here previously?  Adm. Ranger informed Mrs. Kime that the project should have been completed in December, but due to the inclement weather it has been prolonged to early April.  We have also added to the project thus extending the contract time.  Adm. Ranger informed Mrs. Kime that Stephens & Sons was the general contractor on the Depot Project and that they have not done work in Naches before.  

Executive Session

Mayor Wolfe announced that an executive session had been requested and Council would recess for approximately 10 minutes.  There would be no action taken when Council reconvened.    Council recessed for the Executive Session at 7:39 PM.

Council reconvened at 7:49 PM.

There being no further business coming before council, Councilwoman Lloyd motioned to adjourn the meeting, followed by a second from Councilman Carney.  The motion carried unanimously and the meeting was adjourned at 7:51 p.m.
