APPROVE AGENDA

Councilwoman Lloyd moved seconded by Councilman Harris to approve the Agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

REPORTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS
Lt. Winter from the Yakima County Sheriff's Office informed Council that he had follow up information to his end of year data report that was reported to Council at the last meeting.  Lt. Winter also let Council know that if they had he questions, he was available to answer them.    

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Naches Depot Trail Project

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Depot Project was about 80% complete.  The Town will install the drainage system for the gutters, as the cost for the contractor to complete was just not feasible at this time.  

Adm. Ranger proceeded to explain to Mayor and Council the process of a change order.  When an unforeseen change comes up, the Contractor, Engineer, Architecture and the Town all come together and make sure the change is necessary.  They then take a look at the original bid to make sure that it was omitted from the process.  If and when the architect and the engineer feel confident in their decision, they will then send the change order to council to approve the payment amount and the extended time on the contract.  Councilwoman Schab stated that most of the change orders that have been brought to council have been unforeseen.  Adm. Ranger wanted to remind Council that with old buildings such as the Depot, there are lots of unforeseen changes and that Stephens and Sons is not making any money on this project, they are honoring their bid.  Councilwoman Carrell asked how the upkeep on this building was going to occur.  How are revenues going to be generated in order to make this all work?  Adm. Ranger explained that we are not actually going to man the building and the upkeep is something that we are already doing now.  As far as the restrooms go there is nothing in stone at this time, but we are purchasing the remainder of the radio reads so that will free up at least 1-1/2-2 days of man power for two of our public works crew members allowing them the time to keep up with the maintenance of the depot and restrooms.          

NEW BUSINESS

Adm. Ranger asked Council if they had anymore questions on Change Order #9 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $1,266.75.  There were no further questions asked by Council.  

RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES

Councilman Harris moved to approve Resolution 2008-7 allowing the Mayor to sign change order #9 for the Naches Depot & Trail Project in the amount of $1,266.75.  Councilwoman Lloyd seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
