Review Consent Agenda Items

Council reviewed the consent agenda as presented.

Staff Report

Adm. Ranger explained to Council that on tonight’s agenda was the public hearing for the 6 year TIP.  This is an annual plan of the street projects that the Town plans on someday completing and in order to receive any Federal or State funding we must approve the TIP.

We also have a Closed Public Hearing on the Shoreline Master Plan and Chairman Hawver from the Planning Commission and Planner Hordan are both here to address the issue more in depth.  
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Depot should be finished by Friday, June 20, 2008 and we plan on sending out invitations for an Open House for that afternoon.  Adm. Ranger is also planning to hold the first Scenic Byways meeting at the Depot on Wednesday, June 25, 2008.

Adm. Ranger reported to Council that the Allan Rd project had been complete and that he should have the final information sometime next week with a presentation to Council at next month’s meeting.
Adm. Ranger has been working with Attorney Watkins on the final agreements between Yakima County and the Naches Chamber and will have final contracts for Council approval next month.  
 Councilwoman Carrell asked Adm. Ranger if the Open House for the Depot could take place when the businesses of the Community wanted to hold their July 5th celebration.  Adm. Ranger explained to Council that the building was for informational purposes and that the downtown celebration was for those people to interact with those patrons to help with services they are requesting.     
Rachel Toni of the Sunshine Lions informed Council that she and Marty both were working and unable to attend the last Council meeting and wanted to know what Council had decided about the Lions selling Fireworks at Slims.  Mayor Wolfe informed Ms. Toni that the item was not even added to the agenda and that no business was acted on because a representative from the Sunshine Lions was not present.  

Ms. Donna Kime asked Council about the monies being spent out of the Depot fund.  Ms. Kime had in her notes that there was a total of $26,000 left in the depot fund, but the Town was paying out about $36,000.  Adm. Ranger explained to Ms. Kime the pay estimate process and informed her that we request reimbursement for part of those monies from DOT.  

Mr. Randy Juette of the Naches Chamber of Commerce informed Council and the audience that the Cleman’s View Sports Complex was more than willing to allow the Sunshine Lions Club to sell Fireworks down at the complex and in fact would love to have them down there.  He also informed them that there is no permit process in order to sell the fireworks.
