May 11, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Eric Wolfe.

Mayor Eric Wolfe led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the audience. 
HONORS AND RECOGNITION
ADDITIONS TO AGENDA

Councilman Carney moved to add Mr. John McGowan onto the agenda under New Business in regards to the Lions Club proposal for Sportsman’s Day Fireworks and the Lions Club signage proposal, Councilwoman Lloyd seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Mayor Wolfe informed Council that the owner’s of Naches Chinook Center, Mr. Edward and Terry Norton had asked to be placed on the agenda, but after visiting with Mayor Wolfe they chose to resign their application to be placed on the Council agenda and will move forward before bringing their concerns to Council.  
APPROVE AGENDA

Councilman Harris moved seconded by Councilman Hawver to approve the agenda as amended.  Motion carried unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA

Councilwoman Lloyd moved, seconded by Councilman Hawver to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

REPORTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS

Adm. Ranger informed the Council that the planning commission met on Monday, May 4, 2009.  The Commissioners discussed the Special Planned Development Unit that is in your packet.  The Commissioners will be finalizing this next month and will be holding a public comment period on this issue.  Adm. Ranger will be discussing with Attorney Watkins on how to advertise for the comments.      

Lt. Winters informed Council that he had some signed letters for Adm. Ranger that he had asked for.  Lt. Winters also notified the Council and audience members that while he was on his way into Town, he noticed that the flags for the school zone signs were still up.  He said that what this does is lesson the impact that it has on drivers as they start to see it as a normal everyday thing.  Lt. Winters will be contacting the school district to notify them of this tomorrow.  Lt. Winters handed out the monthly report to the Council.  Their was a rise in activity, but this is normal for the spring time weather.  There are no particular trends that he needs to bring to Council’s attention.  The Sheriff’s Office is in the process of securing the office due to the new computer system installed.  Councilman Hawver informed Council and the audience that he comes into town after Five O’clock and the red flags are still up in the school zone area at least twice per week.      
PUBLIC HEARING(S)

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Naches Depot & Trail Project Phase II
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the park is in the process of being completed, they are at a stand still at this time waiting for tables to come in, as there was a mix up in the order and the rejected tables had been ordered.  
Allan Road Study

Adm. Ranger explained to Council that he hopes that he can obtain funding next fall for the ingress and egress and lighting for the Allan Road Intersection.
Clarifier Mechanism Rebuild-Progress Estimate #3 and Final

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Clarifier rebuild is now done.  Public Works will be getting it up and going so that scheduled maintenance can be done to the other clarifier.

New proposed Draft Animal Ordinance

Mayor Wolfe informed the audience that Council has given direction to Attorney Watkins as to what changes need to be made in this particular ordinance and she will be making those changes and bringing the draft ordinance back to Council next month.  
New Proposed Trail Ordinance on Rules and Regulations

Mayor Wolfe informed the audience that Council has given direction to Attorney Watkins as to what changes need to be made in this particular ordinance and she will be making those changes and bringing the draft ordinance back to Council next month.  

New Proposed Skateboarding Ordinance

Mayor Wolfe informed the audience that Council has given direction to Attorney Watkins and she will research what other Cities/Towns are doing in regards to skateboarding and come back with a draft ordinance.
ARRA Project Approved
 Adm. Ranger informed Council that the project has been approved and the Town of Naches has been given the go ahead to start the design process.  Adm. Ranger is in hopes that the project is complete by the end of August before school starts up again.  Councilwoman Carrell asked Adm. Ranger if these funds would be used to make Penney Ave a one way street for the high school traffic.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that Penney Avenue does not fall into the criteria for stimulus money.  
NEW BUSINESS
SIED Write Off

Adm. Ranger asked Council for a simple motion to be able to write off the interest payment for the remaining SIED Loan.  Councilman Hawver made a motion to allow Clerk-Treasurer Luke to write off $53.59 from the General Fund to the SIED Fund in order to clear up this fund, with a second by Councilwoman Carrell.  Motion carried unanimously.   
Small Works Roster

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Town had a previous small works roster, but has not updated it for several years.  This new resolution would be to clean up the old and add additional language to the roster.  The Town will then go out for re-advertisement.  
Planned Unit Development to Municipal Code

Adm. Ranger informed Council that this section is in your packet and it is still in the works.  
Transfer of Almega Cable Inc. to J&N Cable

Attorney Watkins informed Council that they are not allowed to just transfer without holding a public hearing or conducting any research.  Councilman Hawver asked how they were supposed to find out about this new cable company.  Councilman Hawver asked what happens if they do not deem them appropriate.  Attorney Watkins informed Council then they would not have a cable franchise agreements.  
2009 Fireworks Proposal

Councilman Rick Carney informed Council that he has met with the Park Board members and the show will remain the same as last year.  The show will be conducted on the 3rd, which the Town receives a discount for having it a day earlier, so they get more bang for their buck.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that we just purchased the fireworks and were not responsible for the day that it is held on.  Councilwoman Lloyd asked why it was not going to be held on Saturday.  Councilwoman Carrell asked if there were any other monies that come into the Town to help deter some of the fireworks costs.  Councilman Carney said that there are no charges to any other group.  Councilman Carney made a motion to allow the Mayor to sign the fireworks contract, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Mr. John McGowan

Mr. John McGowan thanked the Council for the opportunity to address them.  The Lions Club is asking Council to allow their club to have a fireworks show on the 12th of September as part of their Sportsman Days festivities.  The other issue that the Lions Club would like to address is the new entrance signs to the Town.  If you know the history of the Lions Club, it is quite lengthy in service to the community.  At one time they had previous entrance signs and were in total disregard and taken down.  The Lions Club would like to be involved in creating the new entrance signs to the Town of Naches.  The Club would like to see some sort of recognition of their organization, as well as other service groups in the area.  Council informed Mr. McGowan that he needed to submit the application for the fireworks display and then Council would be able to grant/deny the permission.  Adm. Ranger informed Mr. McGowan that he had plenty of time and he could actually mail it in if he wasn’t able to make it into Town.  Mr. McGowan informed Council that the Lions Club would also be interested in supporting the skateboarding issue.       

School Safety Grant

Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Grant will be sent out this week and we would hopefully hear back from them sometime in June as to whether we received funding or not.  Adm. Ranger spoke with the director and he informed him that there was more money than applications. 
Update on Greenway

Adm. Ranger informed Council that there are some big things coming as far as finishing up the trail from Allan Brothers to the East.  Adm. Ranger is unsure of when ribbon cutting will be held for our trail, but at that time, there will be a fundraiser kick off to help the Greenway in raising money to complete this trail.  The Greenway Foundation is now asking the public to donate.  A fifty dollar donation builds 1 linear foot of trail.  This money goes into one pot; it will not fund anything else.  Adm. Ranger is in hopes that the ribbon cutting will be a bigger deal than the Depot opening, as there are some really neat things happening.  

Request to close down Town Hall   
Adm. Ranger informed Council that we will hold off on this until next month, but all of the records that we destroy have to be documented.  Administration is just so buried at this time that we do not have time to deal with records retention.  This activity does take two people in order to record and destroy.  This is just basically giving Council a heads up.  
RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES

Councilman Hawver moved to approve Resolution 2009-04 establishing a small works roster process to award public works contracts, with a second from Councilman Harris.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Councilman Hawver moved to approve Resolution 2009-05 to accept the Clarifier Mechanism Installation Project as complete and allow for 100% payment, less retainage, to the contractor, with a second by Councilman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION
OTHER BUSINESS

Councilman Hawver asked if the Town had any authority on encouraging or requesting that the school clean the hillside on the back side of the park.  It is there property and it is getting to be quite a debris field.  There is garbage, but it is also covered in cheat and rye grass.  The park has requested that the fire department come and burn it at least twice a year but then it ads to the garbage coming into the pool that they are trying to clean out.  The park has taken on the responsibility of about 1/3 of the hill.  The school has come out and cut down some nice trees and left some stumps for them to go around but they haven’t done anything as far as cleaning the hillside in years.  Adm. Ranger feels that there is something that the Town could possibly do, but since we are such a small town, he hopes that Wayne can make a phone call to Mr. Duane Lyons and put in this request.  Try the small town way, if you don’t get a response, then we can try the other way.  Councilman Hawver has requested on several occasions and nothing has been done, but he will try again this year.  If he doesn’t get any results, then he will contact Adm. Ranger.
Adm. Ranger informed Council that the next Council meeting is on Monday, June 8, 2009 this is the night that Naches High School has their graduation.  Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion to move the June Council meeting to Tuesday, June 9, 2009, with a second by Councilwoman Carrell.   Motion carried unanimously. 

Councilwoman Lloyd was approached by a citizen that there were no lights at the corner of 4th and Penney Ave.  Adm. Ranger will take a look and make sure that if the lights are out that a report is sent in to Pacific Power.
