	Additions to Agenda

	Reports and Announcements
	Planning Commissioner, Kit Hawver informed Council that the Planning Commission met on Monday, June 1, 2009 and briefly discussed Planned Unit Developments.  An Open Public Meeting was also held in regards to Planned Unit Developments so that they Town may add a Chapter dedicated solely to these units.  There were no comments in regards to this chapter being added to the municipal codes, so the planning commission is pretty solid on their decision to add this new chapter and have given Administrator Ranger the go ahead to bring it before Council in order to pass.    

	
	

	Planning Commission Resignation
	Commissioner, Nick Sloan handed in his letter of resignation and Chairman Hawver accepted it.  Mr. Sloan has added a new member to his family and would just like to be able to devote more of his time to his growing family.  Chairman Hawver would like to recognize Commissioner Sloan for all of his hard work at a later Council Meeting.  Adm. Ranger is checking on how to replace Commissioner Sloan.

	
	

	Sheriff’s Report
	The Sheriff’s Office was a little short staffed.   Mayor, Wolfe addressed Council with the Sheriff’s report.  Mayor Wolfe reported that the calls were down from a year ago and that the new Sheriff’s Computer is up to state standards as far as being secured.  Mayor Wolfe has had numerous requests for Keys to the building so he is certain that there is more usage out of the office located here at Town Hall.

	Unfinished Business
	

	Naches Depot & Trail Project Phase II
	There is a punch list of about 12 items that Granite Northwest needs to address before the Final that Huibregtse Louman and Associates has asked us to accept can be done.  Adm. Ranger anticipates the final to come before Council at the next Meeting in July.  

	
	

	ARRA Construction Monies
	There were another 3 or 4 documents that Mayor, Wolfe had to sign.  Administration is just trying to keep Council in the loop.  

	
	

	Allan Rd. 
	This project has been tabled for now.  Adm. Ranger would like to talk with Congressman Hastings in reserving some federal dollars for this project as to get a few of the smaller projects completed.  

	
	

	Cable Franchise Transfer
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that this has turned into a convoluted mess.  The new cable company is currently operating, but they are having a hard time finding the proper paperwork.  Attorney Watkins will be doing some more research on this project.    

	
	

	Animal Ordinance
	Adm. Ranger is still working on this Ordinance.  He will have attorney Watkins draw up another draft with a few of the changes discussed at the last meeting and see what other aspects Council comes up with.  Councilman Carney discussed his approval for some animals being allowed in the Town limits.  He feels you should be able to buy your children a rabbit and not be reprimanded for it.  Councilman Hawver disagrees and feels animals should not be allowed in Town limits.  Councilman Hawver is interested in seeing what surrounding cities have as their ordinances and when those ordinances were passed.  

	
	

	Skateboarding Ordinance
	It was discovered by Adm. Ranger that the Town of Naches does have an existing skateboarding Ordinance, but it has not really been enforced.  Attorney Watkins is researching this and trying to find out how we can modify this ordinance.  Councilman Hawver wanted to know if it would be possible to get both of these ordinances done in one evening if they came in a little early.  Adm. Ranger suggested that they be completed one at a time.  

	
	

	Planned Unit Development in Municipal Code
	The Planning Commission has been working on this Chapter for about 18 months and is pretty excited to have it before Council, unfortunately there were some grammatical errors and the numbers to the appeals process needs to be looked over by Attorney Watkins in order to proceed.  Adm. Ranger is in hopes of bringing this new chapter of the Municipal Code before Council at their next regular Council Meeting.  

	
	

	Councilman Carney wants to know Purpose of Planned Residential Units
	Councilman Carney has been approached by several people in the community and they want know if a developer has submitted plans in order to start construction on these planned unit developments.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that there has been no plans submitted for one of these units, but this was just a precaution.  This is to make sure the developer develops the land in the correct way.  Planned Unit Developments allow for a common area or a way to group open areas.  Developers don’t care if there are rules out there; they just want to make sure that they are out there for everyone to follow.    

	
	

	Water Valve Replacement Expenditure
	Councilman Harris made a motion to approve the water valve replacement project in conjunction with the ARRA Stimulus Monies with a second by Councilman Hawver to expend the monies from the water construction/street funds, and allow Mayor Wolfe to sign contract with the Small Works Roster Contractor that is awarded the lowest bid.    

	
	

	Proposed Ordinance 649
	Council tables this Ordinance until further action could be taken by Attorney Watkins or Planner Hordan.  

	
	

	Audience Participation
	Mr. Ted Schmelzer of 112 Cherry Lane addressed the Council.  Mr. Schmelzer completed a Planned Unit Development in Everett many years ago and all of the neighbors were very uptight at first until it was done.  The City of Everett then used his development as a model for all of the other Planned Unit Developments that came in.  Many times people have a fear of the unknown.  

	
	

	
	Mrs. Kit Hawver of 26 E. Second St addressed the Council.  Mrs. Hawver informed Council that the Pool Opens Thursday, June 11, 2009.  Mrs. Hawver also wanted to thank the Public works crew for finding a very big leak at the park.  A new water line has been installed and Public Works Foreman, Davis has given the Park many ideas on how to use the new water line.  Mrs. Hawver also informed Council that she appreciates Adm. Ranger and his trying to plan ahead.
