	Skateboarding Ordinance
	Adm. Ranger presented Council with a draft ordinance that the City of Walla Walla is currently using.  Adm. Ranger would still like Council’s input on the likes and dislikes of the information included in the ordinance.  

Councilwoman Carrell asked how long it took to draft an ordinance, it seemed like it has taken forever.  Adm. Ranger reminded Council that we are only a two person office and it does take time, but we have been asking for Council’s input and have received nothing.  Councilwoman Carrell requested hat the skateboarding ordinance and the animal ordinance be done and over with by September, as she is sick of seeing it not done.  

Mayor Wolfe suggested Council take the current ordinance on-line and mark it all up.  Another possible option would be to take a look at MRSC’s website in order to get a feel for what other communities are doing.
