	Staff Report:
	

	ARRA Road Overlay Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we are now waiting for the release from the Department of Revenue for the ARRA 2nd and 3rd Street resurfacing project to be considered complete.  

	
	

	Allan Road
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that on the 9th of December he made a presentation to the Trans-Action Board for additional funding/ranking for the Allan Road project.  Adm. Ranger is also planning to make a presentation in early January to the State Legislature for State monies that could be used on this particular project in order to obtain water/sewer/street services out to Allan Road.  

	
	

	STP Rural Application
	The Town will receive STP rural funds for the Naches Avenue Project.  Design will begin in January with hopes that construction may begin in early spring.  Water Valves and service lines will be replaced at this same time so that the road is not all torn up after it gets put in place.  

	
	

	Penney Avenue
	Adm. Ranger plans on presenting this particular project to the legislature in January.  Discussions will also begin with Allan Brothers in order to obtain the right of way.  

	
	

	Allan Road Utilities (SIED)
	The cost projections have come in lower than expected for this particular project.  Adm. Ranger will start working on an agreement with Garner and Allan Bros for a repayment plan once the County gets the contract drawn up.  All of the signed agreements from property owners along the rail line have also been obtained.  Adm. Ranger is still seeking additional funds.  

	
	

	2010 Preliminary Budget
	Clerk Luke informed Council that there were no new changes to the budget since last month’s meeting.  Clerk Luke asked Council if they had any questions, there being none, Clerk Luke moved on to the budget amendment.  Clerk Luke informed Council that just because a line item is over spent in a particular department does not mean we need to amend it, as long as the budget for the whole department has not been over spent than the budget is fine, but in some instances Clerk Luke went ahead and changed some of the budgeted figures to reflect the current usage.  Clerk Luke also reminded Council that the amendment is spurred from the USDA loan that the Town received to implement water/sewer services to the citizens of Naches.  Beginning fund balances must be correct when reporting to this particular agency.                        

	
	

	Public Works
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that public works had been busy with winterizations.  The Public Works Crew had also been busy with resurfacing the de-icer tank and were now ready for snow removal.  Bio-solids testing is being conducted and Christmas Lights were being placed and checked for outages.    

	
	

	Treasurer’s Report
	Council reviewed the November 2009 monthly treasurer’s report.   Adm. Ranger reminded Council that by law the books must remain open until January 20, 2010 before the year can be closed.  So the end of month for December and January will not be received until February’s Council meeting.  

	
	

	FYI Item
	Adm. Ranger wanted to make sure Council reviewed the letter from Huibregtse Louman & Associates.  This letter discussed the Grants the Town has obtained on it’s own and with HLA’s help.  HLA just wanted to make sure that the Council understood their success rate.  It works out to be about $5,000 per person who resides in our town.
