	Councilwoman Carrell

	Depot & Trail Phase II Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that there was a punch list of items that still need to be completed on the project, but we can consider the project complete and just hold onto the retainage until those items have been done.  

	
	

	Naches Ave Closed
	Adm. Ranger let Council know that Cando, the company who is removing the rail will have Naches Ave from Hwy 12 to 2nd St Closed for about 4 hours so that they may remove the bridge and railroad crossing.    

	
	

	Clarifier
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we are now just waiting for the final clearance from the Department of Revenue in order to release the retainage on the Clarifier Mechanism Installation Project.  

	
	

	Well #1
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we were about $2,700.00 over budget on the Well #1 rebuild.  The shaft was gone and we had to add more casing.  We now have a new submersible and had some electrical problems.  In the long run we should be saving money on electrical and water loss.  

	
	

	Water Valve Replacement
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we have had few complaints since the start of the Water Valve Replacement Project.  We have had some huge water loss at the valve by the church and here by Town Hall.  We are on target and on budget so things look good.    

	
	

	Bid Opening for ARRA Stimulus Package
	Adm. Ranger asked Council to Continue tonight’s meeting to Wednesday, July 15, 2009 in order to Accept or Reject the bids for the 2nd and 3rd St resurfacing project.  Adm. Ranger also showed Council the plans for the new sidewalks and the bump out that will be installed.  

	
	

	Flashing Light Grant
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Flashing Lights for the Shafer Ave School Zone Project have been ordered and will be installed before the new school year begins.  

	
	

	Allan Rd Study
	Adm. Ranger is waiting on a little more agency comment and then will approach congress for more dollars to complete the project in stages.  The first stage would include Acceleration/Deceleration lanes and some lighting.  

	
	

	STP Funds
	The Town of Naches was awarded STP funds to use in 2010 in order to finish Naches Avenue.  This money is administered through Yakima Valley Conference of Governments.  

	
	

	Public Works
	The Public Works crew has been helping with the Water Valve replacement project and also going around town using the new weed sprayer.  They will also be helping with the bridge and crossing removal on Wednesday.  

	
	

	Vouchers
	Council Reviewed the Vouchers as presented.  Clerk Luke informed Council that Adm. Ranger had discovered an error in one of the County Public Services bill for engineering services for the ARRA project.  Clerk Luke will be voiding Claims Check # 13010 and reissuing check # 13016 in the amount of $188.80.    

	
	

	Budget Review
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that staff will be getting together and going over the various line items and informing them of the overages and why those overages have happened so that we can give them an update as half of the year is now behind us.  

	
	

	Audience Participation
	Mrs. Kit Hawver addressed the Council and just wanted to thank the Public Works Staff for helping her conduct water tests on the pool.  She was also impressed with the patch jobs on the water valve replacement project and thought it was a shame that they are only temporary.  Mrs. Hawver also thanked Adm.
