	Staff Report:
	

	ARRA Road Overlay Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we are still waiting on the Department of Revenue to release the retainage bond on the 2nd and 3rd Street resurfacing project.    

	
	

	STP Rural Application/Naches Avenue 2nd to 3rd  & 3rd to Tieton
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that design will begin in February and the Water Valves and service lines will be replaced before the actual resurfacing takes place so as to not ruin the new surface.  

	
	

	Penney Avenue
	Adm. Ranger met with the three Legislatures on Tuesday, January 5, 2010 here at Town Hall and discussed additional legislative funding for this particular project.  Adm. Ranger is also working with Allan Bros. to secure the right of way that was once owned by the Town, but donated to Snokist many years ago.  Allan Bros. current owners of the property, is willing to donate the property back to the Town for this project.    

	
	

	Allan Road
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he also recommended this particular project to the legislatures while they were here.  The legislatures sounded very hopeful and thought it was a plus that the project would be ready to go within 90 days if approved.  Adm. Ranger also presented this project to the TRANS-Action board on the 9th of January.  This particular project is broken up into four phases and a handout was provided to Council explaining the project in more detail.    

	
	

	Allan Road Utilities (SIED)
	Adm. Ranger is working on additional federal funding for this particular project, as there is about a $300,000 shortfall.  Adm. Ranger is working on an agreement with Mr. Garner and Allan Bros. and signed agreements with all other property owners.  An agreement with Yakima County is still in the works.  The Town is also adding Allan Rd to the 6 yr. TIP.  

	
	

	Shoreline Master Plan
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Town already has approved the Ordinance adopting amendments to the Comprehensive Plan and the Yakima County Regional Shoreline Master Program, but the Department of Ecology has some recommendations and those must now be approved by Council.  The Planning Commissioners had some reservations, but it is not worth the long drawn out battle that would ensue.  The Planning Commission is recommending Council approve the Department of Ecology’s recommendations.   

	
	

	Taylor Ranger “Senior Project”
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Daktronics reader board is now in and Taylor will be working on the programming throughout the week.  

	
	

	Public Works
	Public Works Foreman, Mikel Davis is working on his spray accreditation and Water System II Accreditation.  The crew has also been kept busy with snow removal.      

	
	

	Treasurer’s Report
	Clerk Luke reminded Council there was no end of month for December as books must remain open until January 20, 2010.    

	
	

	Discussion
	Councilwoman Hawver asked if it would be possible to make the depot parking lot a one way to the west in order to stop traffic from cutting through the lot when Penney Avenue was completed.  Adm. Ranger did not think limiting traffic in this lot would be a good idea.  
Councilwoman Hawver also asked if there was anyone else who was accredited other than Public Works Foreman Davis.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that there was another individual that was accredited although not at the same level.
