	Naches Avenue
(STP & TIB/Granite Northwest)


	Adm. Ranger informed Council that Naches Avenue is to be deem construction is complete with Resolution 2010-17 and all to remain is finalizing pertinent paperwork and releasing retainage at that time to Granite Northwest. 

	
	

	Allan Road Utilities
(SIED/Ken Leingang Excavating)
	 Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Road work for the project needs to have a change order approved by Town Council.  The Adm. Said that it would be in the Resolution 2010-18 authorizing the change order for additional road construction. The sewer lift station is complete accept electrical connection and the DID claim is in process. 
    

	
	

	Allan Road Improvements 

(STP & TIB)
	Adm. Ranger announced that demolition on the project has begun and that the first pay estimate is in the Council packet. The hope is that construction will be complete by mid-December.

	
	

	Allan Rd & US 12 Improvements
	DOT will be going out for Bids in the Nov. 9 and award the project in December, with construction to begin in early spring. 

	
	

	TIB Applications 
	A TIB application was submitted for a project from Naches Avenue at Third up to the high school and a second project from 3rd to 4th for pavement preservation.  Announcements for awards will be in November.

	
	

	
	

	
	

	
	

	
	

	Misc. Information
	Adm. Ranger will be inquiring about funding for construction for Penney Avenue and will attempt to seek funding from the Washington State Legislature in the upcoming session. 

Adm. Ranger informed Council there will be no audit this year for the Town of Naches due to no available auditors.  The Town will do a two year audit and a single audit in 2011.  

	
	

	
	The Greenway will be expanding in the fall from Allan Road to Locust Road with construction beginning later this month and Locust to Low Road will be scheduled to be done in 2011.
Administrator Ranger brought for to the Council discussion about the 2011 Budget.  The Administrator informed that staff had removed the liquor tax revenues with the possibility of the initiatives would pass in the upcoming election.
Administrator Ranger also stated that the town should look into both the Fire District and Yakima County Library contracts.  Both contracts at the minimum need to be updated and to look at whether the citizens of Naches would like to annex into the Yakima County Fire District.

In the budget the staff also informed Council of improvements and equipment for the upcoming year.  They include water valve replacement, water reservoir maintenance, sewer infiltration, street seal, mower and replace roof on the old town hall.

The staff also asked Council whether they would like to continue the fireworks at Cleman’s View.  Councilwoman Lloyd stated she would like the Town to continue purchasing the fireworks.
