	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we will not have an audit this year, the Auditor’s office was a little behind and called and asked if they could wait until next year and they would do the Financials and Single Audit for the grants received all at one time.  

	
	Adm. Ranger .
Administrator Ranger brought for to the Council discussion about the 2011 Budget.  The Administrator informed that staff had removed the liquor tax revenues with the possibility of the initiatives would pass in the upcoming election.
Administrator Ranger also stated that the town should look into both the Fire District and Yakima County Library contracts.  Both contracts at the minimum need to be updated and to look at whether the citizens of Naches would like to annex into the Yakima County Fire District.

In the budget the staff also informed Council of improvements and equipment for the upcoming year.  They include water valve replacement, water reservoir maintenance, sewer infiltration, street seal, mower and replace roof on the old town hall.

The staff also asked Council whether they would like to continue the fireworks at Cleman’s View.  Councilwoman Lloyd stated she would like the Town to continue purchasing the fireworks.
