	Naches Avenue
(STP & TIB/Granite Northwest)

	Allan Road Utilities
(SIED/Ken Leingang Excavating)
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we have a few items on the punch list but will declare the project as complete during tonight’s meeting. 
    

	
	

	Allan Road Improvements 

(STP & TIB)
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that Allan Road was paved right before the bad weather hit.  Lighting will be shipped on the 24th of December and will not go up until mid January.  

	
	

	Allan Rd & US 12 Improvements
	This project is in DOT’s hands and will most likely begin in the Spring of 2011.

	
	

	TIB Applications 
	 Adm. Ranger announced the Town was successful in the TIB grant from Naches Avenue to the High School.  The Town will begin engineering in January, Bids will go out in March or April and the construction process will not begin until school is out.  

	
	

	Legislature for funding/construction for Penney Avenue
	Adm. Ranger plans on going to the legislature for funding for Penney Avenue once again this year.  

	
	

	2011 Budget Process
	Adm. Ranger and Clerk Luke have a final budget in front of you tonight.  The capital expenditures are also in the budget, but that does not mean the Town needs to spend that money.  We will take a look at all revenues before purchasing any equipment or doing any repairs this year to make sure are on track.  

	
	

	Greenway completed from Allan Rd to Locust
	The Greenway has paved a part of their path from Allan Rd to Locust Lane.  Funding opportunities will continue for the remainder of the path to Yakima.  

	
	

	Public Works 1 Position (Dan Austin)
	Adm. Ranger announced that the Public Works 1 position was filled on December 1, 2010, by Mr. Danny Austin.  

	
	

	All Employees CPR Training 12/06/10
	The Administrative and Public Works Staff took CPR training on Monday, December 6, 2010.  While taking this class we were told that CPR brings only a 5% chance of survival.  

	
	

	Defibulator
	Adm. Ranger would like to look into purchasing a defibulator for the Town with the 3/10th monies that are received and have it available for the Sheriff’s Office, Fire Department and Town Staff.  Adm. Ranger will ask Attorney Watkins to look into this matter further.  

	
	

	Winterizing Clarifier/WWTP
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Public Works staff is in the process of winterizing the clarifier.  There were some repairs that needed to be done to the cover this year.  

	
	

	Public Work Lead (Paul Stanton, Water Distribution I)
	Adm. Ranger announced that Mr. Stanton obtained his Wastewater Distribution I.

	
	

	Normal Maintenance and Testing
	Public Works is doing their normal maintenance and testing as usual.

	
	

	Budget Amendment
	Clerk Luke discussed changes in the 2010 budget amendment.  A discussion insued about next year not having to do the budget amendments on a per line item basis.  When Council adopts the budget it is adopted at the Department level and what we did this year really would not have had to have been done because none of the funds were over spent.  Councilwoman Hawver informed Clerk Luke that her headings were miss-labeled and that before a final copy was obtained she may want to change them.  

	
	

	Treasurer’s Report
	Clerk Luke went over the November Treasurer’s report.  Adm. Ranger also reminded Council that the books have to stay open until January 20th, 2011 in order to process all of the outstanding payments for 2010.  So January Council would not receive an end of month, but in February, they would receive two, one for December 2010 and January 2011.
