	ARRA Road Overlay Project
Allan Road


	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we are considering the project closed as of tonight’s meeting, so we will now have to wait about 60 days before we get a response from the Department of Revenue.   
Adm. Ranger informed Council that he would be making a presentation on the Allan Road Project to the RTPO on Thursday, February 11, 2010.  The Town of Naches is also in the process of securing additional right of way and that will be an agreement signed with Allan Bros.  Adm. Ranger also reclassified the road so that we would be able to receive federal funding for the project. 

   

	
	

	STP Rural Application/Naches Avenue 2nd to 3rd  & 3rd to Tieton
	Adm. Ranger informed Council we would be recieving additional funding in 2010.  Design on this project is now beginning.  The Public Works Department will be replacing the Water Valves and service lines, with the help of a contractor, with the Public Works Crew doing the majority of the work to cut on costs.  

	
	

	Penney Avenue
	Adm. Ranger is now waiting for the outcome of the request for additional funding from the Legislatures.  The State Senate version of the funding should be out next Wednesday.  The right of way is in the process of being completed with Allan Brothers.          

	
	

	Allan Road Utilities
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the cost projections for this particular project are now lower.  We are in the process of securing agreements with Allan Brothers and Jim Garner, as soon as we receive those signed agreements with both property owners we will be able to proceed.  The Town has received an agreement with Yakima County for the location and there is a possibility of more funding that we would try for in April to complete the project.      

	
	

	
	

	
	

	Shoreline Master Plan
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we are now going out for Public Comments.  After 60 days we will be able to finalize the plan.     

	
	

	
	

	
	

	Public Works
	Public Works will be attending the Evergreen Rural Water Conference here in Yakima next week so that they can keep up with their education requirements.  Well #1 is also back in use with new chlorine injectors.  Councilman Carney asked Adm. Ranger why the Town of Naches does not provide fluoride in their water.  Councilman Carney has been advised by his family physician that he needs to give his children fluoride drops because of this.  Adm. Ranger informed Councilman Carney and the remainder of the Council that he would look into the fluoride being injected into the water system.   Councilwoman Lloyd asked when the irrigation water was supposed to come on this year.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that irrigation would be on about the first week of April or so and then it would be on again and off again for repairs as it usually is when it is first started.  Councilwoman also asked if a light could be placed by Mr. Tom Jacobson’s home on the corner of Penney and Fourth.  Councilwoman Lloyd informed Adm. Ranger that it was pitch black in that area.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that there was no power pole in that vicinity, but he would check to see what could be done.  Councilman Hawver also commented on the light in front of the treatment plant needed to be replaced.             

	
	

	Treasurer’s Report
	Clerk Luke went over the December Treasurer’s report and also informed Council that she had ran the report before posting the ending fund balances so she hand wrote them on the cash out report.  January’s Treasurer’s report was also looked at and Clerk Luke informed Council that the estimated ending and beginning fund balances were not in this report so the percentages may look a little out of skew, those are now fixed and the month end for February should be back to normal.
