	Staff Report:
	

	Allan Road
Allan Road


	Adm. Ranger informed Council that APE has been approved for review and it will be 35-40 days before we get the final approval.  The Town is still waiting for the road reclassification.  The Federal Highways program was actually shut down and the staff was told to go home until Congress extends the new transportation funding.  It was passed last Thursday so work on the road reclassification should begin again soon.  Adm. Ranger also notified Council that there may be some additional RTPO funding, the Town of Naches would have a 50/50 chance at obtaining this money.  As far as the Allan Road Project goes, the legislature is talking about giving the money to DOT and letting them take over the project.  Adm. Ranger is still in discussions with all agencies involved as this would detrimental to our project.  The Town has spend countless hours and resources on this project to date and we would not want another agency taking over a project that we have put so much time into at this point.  RFQ’s are due on the 12th of March for the Allan Road project and we should have a recommendation at the April meeting for Council.  
   

	
	

	STP Rural Application/Naches Avenue 2nd to 3rd  & 3rd to Tieton
	Adm. Ranger informed Council we would be recieving additional funding in 2010.  Design monies have been confirmed and a letter referring to this is in Council’s packet.  The Public Works crew is planning on replacing water valves and several service lines, but not as extensive as last year’s project.  We may have a contractor help with some of this work, it has not yet been decided.      

	
	

	Penney Avenue
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the legislature did not fund Penney Avenue, but he is working on some other funding sources for this particular project.            

	
	

	Allan Road Utilities
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that there have been some setbacks in this project, there is one land owner who has decided not to participate.  We are still working on ways to complete the project so that design may continue.        

	
	

	
	

	
	

	RFQ’s for General Engineering Services
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that RFQ’s for the General Engineering services for 2010-2012 have concluded and Staff is recommending that we continue with Huibregtse, Louman Associates.  

	
	

	Shoreline Master Plan
	Adm. Ranger announced that  we are in the last 30 days of the appeal comment period.  We hope to get this done and back to Ecology to complete this project.

	
	

	Town Hall Improvements
	Sheri Brockway, who did the interior/exterior design for the depot came by and is working on some ideas for a Town Hall makeover.  We would like to paint and make a few minor changes to the outside of the building along with some changes to the gazebo to unify the Town buildings.  It will not be anything too extensive, just some minor work than can be completed by the Public Works crew.

	
	

	Boom Lift
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we had placed a generator  in the amount of $10,000 in the budget for the wells just in case power were to go out for a long period of time and we needed to get our wells back on-line, but the opportunity has risen for a used boom lift and we would like to purchase this item instead of the generator.  We would be able to use this boom lift to replace our own lights and prune trees etc. Councilman Williams asked if there would be any training costs associated with this purchase.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that training was included in the price of the lift.  Council had no objections to this purchase.

	
	

	Abatement Issues
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that there are some abatement issues that have come up and they would be discussed later during an executive session.  

	
	

	Adobe Acrobat Class for Clerk/PW Foreman
	Clerk/Treasurer Luke informed Council that she and Public Works Foreman Davis attended an Adobe Acrobat class at YVCC.  Clerk Luke informed Council that she felt the class was a little over their head, as the program is pretty complex and time consuming.  If they only had this one particular job to do it may be a useful tool or program to purchase, but it was quite spendy and very time consuming.  Clerk Luke and Foreman Davis attended the class in hopes of learning how to fill out some of the on-line forms that were sometimes received from different agencies, but found out that it was the agency that created the form that had to extend those rights to you.  Councilman Williams asked if there were other classes that Clerk Luke may wish to attend.  Clerk Luke informed Council that she had been given class information, but had not had much time to review them.  Clerk Luke also informed Council that she would be attending the Washington Municipal Clerk’s Conference in Spokane the week of the 15th-19th and would report on that next month.  

	
	

	
	

	
	

	Public Works
	Public Works Foreman Davis is working with Huibregtse, Louman & Associates to complete a water efficacy program that is mandated by the Department of Health and Ecology.  We will have to conduct a public Hearing and will do so at our next meeting in April.  

Councilman Carney asked if there had been any interest in the Planning Commission position.  Adm. Ranger had someone inquire, but he was not within Town limits or the Urban Growth Boundry, so it would not be possible for this particular person to join the other Commissioners.  

Councilwoman Hawver asked Adm. Ranger if he thought the surveillance cameras at Costco would be an item to purchase for the Gazebo because of all of the recent vandalism.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that he just didn’t feel the quality of the camera would hold up.  They do have some other ideas for the Gazebo and have taken the benches out to refinish and sand them down.
