	Review Consent Agenda Items
	Council reviewed the consent agenda.  Clerk Luke informed Council that during the actual council meeting she would need a motion to add check number 13518 in the amount of $509.41 to National Barricade.  Clerk Luke was supposed to prepare the check before the Council meeting but got busy working with Peggy Allen from WSDOT on the final ARRA progress report.     

	
	

	Staff Report:
	

	Allan Road

	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he had Engineers from Huibregtse Louman & Associates, Inc. for their assistance in explaining to Council the numerous projects in the planning and application process.  The legislature was generous enough to complete the Town of Naches Allan Road project in this legislative session, but they gave the money to WSDOT.  Therefore this means that WSDOT will contract through the Town for engineering services so that HLA can continue the process that they have started and not all of the permits and reviews have to be redone to complete the project.  The state will then take care of the Construction Services and the Administration for the project.    
   

	
	

	STP Rural Application/Allan Rd North of US 12 improvements to Town Limits
	Mr. Mike Battle explained to Council that they would be submitting an  application for a 2nd pot of STP funding from the Yakima Valley Conference of Governments on Thursday, April 15, 2010.  There is a total of $850,000 in rural funds that they have for projects, the Town of Naches plans on apply for an additional $500,000 to finish Allan Rd. North of US 12 Improvements to the Naches Town limits. If awarded this money, the Town of Naches would not have to come up with the 13.5% match that is required, as the $750,000 that the Town received for Allan Rd will be considered the match for this project.  Mr. Battle then explained to Council that SIED money was applied for and received for a Water main and sewer force main for the Allan Rd project.  A total of $500,000 was awarded for the Water/Sewer line extension.  $250,000 is a grant and $250,000 is a loan.  Mr. Dave McFadden of New Vision just announced that there was additional funding that could be applied for, so Mr. Battle will be applying for an additional $500,000 to complete the Water/Sewer portion of the Allan Road Project.  The Town will be responsible for paying back $100,000 through an improvement district.  

Mr. Jeff Louman of Huibregtse Louman & Associates explained to Mayor and Council that Improvement Districts are on the same level as LID’s, but they have a benefit area assessment instead of assessing individuals they will assess an area or district.  Mr. Louman has just recently helped the City of Union Gap set up this same thing.  The Town of Naches will now have to identfy and assign a cost per connection for every property in the area so that the Town can evetually recapture all of their fees.  There is no perfect scenario, the Town must just try and be fare and equal in the process.  By recouping these costs it is a stair step affect and you will then have money to put in the next well or the next lift station.  Mr. Louman does encourage the most simpilest way possible.  Council should already have the map and fee prepared when the ordinace is passed.  Mr. Louman also wanted to let Council know that the bigger the area the more diluted the cost is to recapture for the town.         

	
	

	Naches Avenue
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he would be submitting a TIP application for a match of 13.5%.  Public Works has also began the water valve replacement on Naches Avenue and hope to do the lines across in the near future, these will take a little more time.  The Naches Avenue project should be going in full swing in mid June.            

	
	

	Art Decco Building
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he has one bid for the replacement of tile around the Art Decco Building and plans on seeking at least two others in order to replace the tile.

	
	

	Shoreline Master Plan
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we would mail the final paperwork to the Department of Ecology by the end of the week.

	
	

	Census 2010
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that lots of the Town’s census forms had been sent back due to the large amount of PO box’s here in town.  The Federal Government mailed to street addresses instead of the PO Box’s.  Anyone who has not received a census form in the mail should look for the census beureau to be coming door to door after May 1.  

	
	

	Town Hall Improvements
	Sheri Brockway, is still looking into some different paint schemes for the Town Hall makeover.

	
	

	Boom Lift
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the snorkel boom lift had been purchased and the Public works crew has been scheduled for three training courses.

	
	

	Abatement Issues
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that there are some abatement issues that have come up and they would be discussed later during an executive session.  

	
	

	WMCA Annual Conference and Annual Financial Reporting Class
	Clerk/Treasurer Luke informed Council that she had attended the WMCA annual conference in Spokane Valley.  This conference really was refreshing, it really concentrated on you the clerk and taking care of you so that you are able to take care of your City/Town.  We had some notary refresher courses that are pretty scary but very necessary and also went over electronic records.  It will not be long before we will be audited on this ascpect of the town business.  The annual financial reporting class was a one day class in Ephrata.  There have been lots of changes in this report, the auditor’s office is really trying to streamline the reports so that it is much simpilar.  The annual report can also be entirely  uploaded electronically now instead of having to mail in your copies.    

	
	

	Fence Agreement with the Patrick’s
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that Kevin and Rebecca Patrick are going to construct a fence in the Town’s right of way at their property located at the corner of US Hwy 12 and Naches Avenue.  The Agreement releases the Town from any liability and also gives the town permission to have the Patrick’s remove the fence if the Town deems necessary.  Councilman Williams pointed out a typo on page 4 of the agreement, Attorney Watkins also found a few other typos and will get a new agreement to Clerk Luke in the morning for the Mayor and the Patrick’s to sign.  Councilwoman Hawver asked what would happen if the property was sold.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that the fence would then have to be removed or a new Agreement would have to come before Council.  
 

	Public Works
	Public Works has received traing on the new snorkel.  They have also been been busy mowing and when the wind dies down and the weather warms a little more they will be spraying.  The water reservoir will be cleaned soon, as we do this every two years.  The Department of Ecology has been to the Treatment plant for their annual inspection and they have passed with flying colors.  

Adm. Ranger also asked Council if they would agree to let the Public Works Crew replace lights that are out at the Park for the Park District.  Councilman Williams thought this was a good idea as well as added safety to the community.  

Councilman Carney asked if a motion would be needed to change the closure date of Town Hall from April 14 to May 4.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that a motion would be needed during the regular meeting.  Councilwoman Hawver recommended placing that on the Water bills that are sent out in May.
