	Review Consent Agenda Items
	Council reviewed the consent agenda.  Councilman Williams asked why we paid Huibregtse Louman & Associates so much in advertising for the month.  Upon looking at the voucher Clerk Luke realized that she had coded the bills wrong they should have been coded professional engineering services.  Clerk Luke will fix this mistake tomorrow.  Councilman Williams also asked what One Call concept was and why we only paid them $1.00.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that this was the 1-800-Dig number and every time someone called and we were dispatched to mark an area of property for someone within the Town of Naches we are charged $1.00.         

	
	

	
	

	Staff Report:
	

	Naches Avenue

	Adm. Ranger informed Council that on Wednesday, June 9, 2010 at 10:00 AM the Town held bid openings for the Naches Avenue Resurfacing Project.  There were two bids submitted and the low bid was found to be Granite Northwest at $204,204.00.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that they will have to decide whether or not they want to award the bid and contract to this contractor during the regular meeting.  Adm. Ranger and the Town Engineers Huibregtse Louman & Associates have recommended Council approves this low bidder for the project, as it is about 15% under the engineers estimate.    
Adm. Ranger asked Council if they had any questions regarding this project.  If Council awards the bid/contract to them Granite could be starting within the next three weeks.  All of the downtown businesses will remain open during the construction process.  Business’s have asked if they would be able to place a sign at the beginning of the construction area telling people that the downtown business are still open during construction.  Council thought it would be a better idea if the Town crew took care of making and placing the sign up so that we could regulate it more.  The Town is going to work with the downtown businesses to try and minimize their hardships.  

Clerk Luke asked if the downtown businesses would be involved in any of the pre-construction conferences so that they would be made aware of the schedules and goings on of the construction process.  Adm. Ranger informed Clerk Luka and Council that the downtown business’s would not be involved in pre-construction conferences but Adm. Ranger did not have a problem going into business’s letting them know what was going on and the schedule of events planned during the construction process.  Adm. Ranger also informed Council that we will try and update information on our website as to what is going on with the project.   
   

	
	

	Allan Road Utilities
	 Adm. Ranger announced that on June 9, 2010 at 10:30 A.M. we held bid openings at Town Hall for the Shafer Avenue to Allan Road Utility Improvements Project.  There were a total of six bids that were submitted and the low bid was found to be Ken Leingang Excavating Inc. out of Yakima in the amount of $729,721.41.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that they will have to decide whether or not they want to award the bid and contract to this contractor during the regular meeting.  Adm. Ranger and the Town Engineers Huibregtse Louman & Associates have recommended Council approves this low bidder for the project, as it is about 17% under the engineers estimate.
    

	
	

	Allan Road Improvements
	Adm. Ranger reminded Council that this project was going to be handled by Washington State Department of Transportation, South Central Region.  It was a project that the Town of Naches had started and had requested money from the Legislatures, but somehow in the process of things the money was placed in their pot of monies for projects.  So the Town of Naches will contract with DOT to provide engineering through Huibregtse Louman and Associates so that they will not have to start what has already been started.  DOT plans on expediting this project in hopes that it will be out to bid in August and awarded in September with construction to begin in October.  The Town of Naches is now waiting for Federal approval of the STIP to continue on. 
Adm. Ranger went over drawings by Brockway Opher and Raab of what developers may or may not choose to do at the new sixty acres of land that will now have sewer/water access.  Adm. Ranger reminded Council that this was just a future vision of what may come, it is all hypothetical.  Councilman Williams had a concern with the drive thru access of the drawings and what traffic it may cause and the accidents it may cause on Allan Road and Old Naches Highway.  Adm. Ranger said that there are different ways the issue can be addressed and we may have to apply for more funding if that area becomes troublesome.  Councilman Williams also asked if there was a reason why they were referring to the development as Natchez instead of Naches.  Again Adm. Ranger said this was all hypothetical and that they had given him several options but he wasn’t too keen on any of them so he chose the Marketplace at Natchez because he felt it described what we really wanted out in that area was a marketplace.                  

	
	

	Treasurer’s Report
	Clerk Luke went over the May Treasurer’s report and reminded Council that the Treasurer’s ending cash and investments included the $150,000 that was in a CD at American West Bank so the investments would not match because LGIP does not reflect that CD.  Clerk Luke also informed Council that she got a little ahead of herself when closing out the month and didn’t run her revenue and expenditure reports before she closed so the reports do not show the monthly totals as they normally do.  They do however reflect the totals in their YTD totals and the Cash In/Out reports are correct.
