	Reports and Announcements
	Adm. Ranger reported to Council that their was a Planning Commission meeting held on Monday, January 4, 2010 in which the Department of Ecology’s response to the Shoreline Master Plan was discussed with some anguish, but they have recommended Council to approve of the changes.  What the Department of Ecology is doing is some minor clean up and taking away some public input.    

Lt. Winters presented Council with copies of his monthly report.  The full report will now be available a week earlier so that Council can have it for their Council packets.  There were no significant changes or reports to inform Council on.  

Councilman Carney noticed that there were quit a few burglaries.  Lt. Winters informed Council that it was just that time of year when more burglaries take place as well as domestic occurrences.  Lt. Winters also reminded Council that if they hear rumors on any of the crimes that they should always pass them along to the deputy’s because there may some truth in those rumors.   

	
	

	Presentations & Approved Additions to Agenda
	Mr. Duane Lyons, Superintendent of the Naches School District and members of the Naches School Board addressed the Council.  Mr. Lyons passed out information on the upcoming Levy the citizens of Naches are going to be asked to vote on next month. 
The first is a Maintenance and Operations Levy that the citizens are going to be asked to renew (2 yr renewal).  Mr. Lyons informed the Mayor and Council that the school district really relied on this money to run the school.  The school board put together an information sheet on how the money had been spent and how it will be spend in the future.  

The Second is a technology and Capital Projects levy (2 yr.).  Mr. Lyons informed the Mayor and Council that technology wise our schools and kids are behind the times and our buildings are in need of some major repair.  When the economy starts to get better the school does plan on going out for a new bond to replace the Intermediate and Primary School buildings that are both 56 years old and have electrical and heating and cooling issues.  Until then this levy will have to work in order to keep the schools up and going.  

Councilwoman Lloyd asked Mr. Lyons if they were calling people and talking to them about this.  Mr. Lyons informed the Council that they have 19 presentations lined up throughout the district in order to get people informed.  The schools main goal is to have the Council talk to their friends and neighbors about the levies and also be knowledgeable and supportive.  

Councilman Hawver wanted to inform Mr. Lyons and the School Board that Midstate would provide them with a phone bank so that they could get all of their calling done in one night and in one location.  

Mr. Pickard discussed the history of levies with the Council and Audience.  

Mr. Bruce Drollinger also thanked Adm. Jeff Ranger for his time and help with this levy.       

	
	

	Unfinished Business Allan Road Project
	Adm. Ranger had no new information other than what was given at the Study Session.      

	
	

	Transfer of Cable Franchise from Almega Cable to J&N Cable
	Councilwoman Hawver asked if the Town received Franchise Fees.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Town receives utility tax from the cable company.     

	
	

	New Business/State Cooperative
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to allow Mayor Wolfe to sign an Interlocal Agreement with the Office of State Procurement for membership in the State Purchasing Cooperative Program, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Update 6 Year TIP 
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we update the 6 yr. TIP on an annual basis in July, but we are amending the TIP to include the Allan Road project and the funding source for the Naches Avenue Project so that when funding sources become available we are eligible for those monies.  

	
	

	Accept Ecology’s Recommendations to our Shoreline Master Plan
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to accept the Department of Ecology’s recommendations to the Town of Naches Shoreline Master Plan, with a second by Councilman Carney.  Motion carried unanimously.

	
	

	Agreement with Cando Contracting Inc.
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that Cando Contracting Inc. was the contractor’s who removed the rail line from Yakima to Naches and they had some items that were stored at the Naches Treatment Plant and the Depot Property.  They had been given a deadline for removal of the times of February 1, 2010.  The market for steel is very week at this time and they would like to have an agreement with the Town of Naches to pay us $300 per month until the market gets better for the sale of the steel.  The contract would end in June of 2010 and may have to be revised again at that time depending on the economy.  Councilman Hawver made a motion to allow Mayor Wolfe to sign the agreement with Cando Contracting Inc. for $300 per month until June of 2010, with a second by Councilwoman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.

	
	

	Proposed Resolution No. 2010-01
	Councilwoman Lloyd moved to approve the Interlocal agreement with the Association of Washington Cities risk management services agency and its members followed by a second from Councilman Carney.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Proposed Resolution No. 2010-02
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to approve the transfer of a Cable Franchise followed by a second from Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Proposed Resolution No. 2010-03
	Councilwoman Hawver made a motion to amend the 6 yr. TIP, with a second from Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Proposed Ordinance 657 Amending Garbage rates for 2010
	Councilwoman Hawver made a motion to amend Chapter 8.12.230 A through C of the Naches Municipal Code pertaining to garbage service rates, with a second from Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.
