	Planning Commission/Jeff Ranger
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Planning Commission Welcomed its newest member Ms. Hazel Barnett.  The Planning Commission discussed storage units and expansion of the boundaries to the east.  They also discussed looking into producing our own building permits, to give us new revenues.  As of now we currently receive nothing from Yakima County for their services.  Adm. Ranger feels a contract with an inspector would suite the Town of Naches at this time.  Adm. Ranger has discussed with several area towns about sharing this building inspector for a more worthwhile service to meet all of our needs.  

Councilwoman Hawver asked what the storage units were.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that they had discussed the issue at Council last year in regards to mobile refer trucks being used as storage units.  

	
	

	Gang Commission/Mayor Wolfe
	Mayor Wolfe informed Council that he had not been able to attend last Gang Commission meeting as they are in the middle of the afternoon and he is unable to rearrange his schedule to accommodate the meetings.  He believes at this time that there is nothing that needs attention from the Town of Naches at this time 

	
	

	
	

	Sheriff’s Report/Lt. Winter
	Lt. Winter handed out the summary reports for the month and reported that there were 22 calls.  Lt. Winter does not feel there is a cause for concern.  Councilwoman Lloyd asked what the red mean in the reports.  Lt. Winter informed Council that this is the days that contract time was not met for the day.  Councilman Williams again asked Lt. Winter if they were able to receive reports on blocks of addresses where incidents were happening.  He feels Council should be privy to at least what the general public is.   
Lt. Winter also wanted to share with Council that they are predicting that this is going to be a very bad winter and that they are preparing for flooding.  There is no such thing as over preparing.    

	
	

	YVCOG
	Councilwoman Lloyd announced to Council that YVCOG passed their 2011 budget.  Both liquior initiatives were discussed.  Councilwoman Lloyd and Carney are very interested in hosing a YVCOG meeting in Naches, but asked Council their thoughts.  Adm. Ranger feels that depot would be a great spot to have the meeting, with it being catered.  He things spring would be best because of the building set up, if it were in the spring if their were more people than expected then the doors could be opened up and people set out on the patio as well.  Councilwoman Lloyd also wanted staff to look into Town T-shirts for Council Members to wear to these meetings, maybe a polo shirt with the town name and logo.  The next YVCOG meeting is in December.  

	Public Hearing on 2011 Budget and Revenues
	Clerk Luke went over the 2011 budget.  There were no changes since Council received it last month.  Council was also presented the 2011 revenues from Yakima County.  The Town as a whole is estimated at a little over 48 million, which will bring in revenue of a little over 115,000 to the current expense and street fund.  Mayor Wolfe opened the Public Hearing at 7:25 PM.  There being no public comment the Mayor closed the Public Hearing at 7:29 PM.  
Councilman Williams asked why the legal department had a 20% increase.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that there would be no significant increase in legal expenses.  Clerk Luke informed Council that last year when the legal fees raised they were expected to raise again this year.  Attorney Watkins informed Council that she had done a review of her time spent on Naches issues and has come to the conclusion that there is no need for an increase this year.  Councilwoman Hawver asked if when she was asked to draw up contract for certain things asked for if she charged more than her contract.  Attorney Watkins informed Council that this was a flat rate fee.  

	
	

	
	Lt. Winter asked Adm. Ranger how flooding worked.  How does the Town prepare itself.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Town has a sand bag machine and the sand.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that when it’s an emergency situation you fix the emergency and then hash out the details later.  

	
	

	Allan Road Utilities Extension Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that Pacific Power had been out today and that testing would begin either Thursday or Friday.  

Councilman Williams asked if the Town had been reimbursed by the DID #28 for the break in the line.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Town had just received the check today.     

	
	

	CERB
	Adm. Ranger is waiting on the Legislature, at this time they only have loans available and Adm. Ranger would rather take advantage of Grant money.  

	
	

	Penney Avenue
	Adm. Ranger will be going to the legislature to ask for funding for Penney Avenue.  

	
	

	Continuation in YVCOG 
	Councilman Carney made a motion to continue the Town’s participation in YVCOG, with a second from Councilwoman Lloyd.  The motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	
	

	Resolution 2010-19 A Resolution authorizing the Mayor to. 
	Councilwoman Hawver made a motion to approve Resolution 2010-19 authorizing the Mayor to sign an agreement accepting the Naches Avenue Resurfacing Project as complete, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.    

	
	

	Other Business
	Councilwoman Lloyd asked if it were appropriate for Council and staff to have a Christmas party.  Attorney Watkins said she would look into the matter and get back to the Council.  Councilman Williams doesn’t feel it’s appropriate for Council to discuss the plans here at the meeting.
