	Reports and Announcements
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that there was no planning commission meeting held on Monday, February 1, 2010.    

Lt. Winters presented Council with a few graphs that break up the last five years and gives Council the ability to compare occurrences from year to year.  There were only nine calls for the month of January.  Lt. Winters does not know what went on, but we want to keep it that way if at all possible.  Sometimes in the winter months it does slow down a bit.  Councilwoman Hawver asked for clarification on the calls placed, were they emergency or non-emergency situations?  Lt. Winters informed Council that they are all incidents that if at all serious would require more than one officer to respond.  Council also thanked Lt. Winters for getting the reports to them sooner; it is nice to be able to look at them when they receive their packets so if they have questions they can ask during the meeting.       

	
	

	
	Mayor Wolfe attended the Yakima Valley Conference of Governments General Membership Meeting on January 20, 2010.  The order of business was to elect new officers and the presenter was from the Geologic Service.  Several agencies came together and had them conduct a study on water and wells and how they play a role in affecting water users.  They study is now complete and we will not like the final outcome.  These new wells are affecting water users and it may not affect us now, but three hundred years down the road there will be some trouble.  Mayor Wolfe offered to make available the information or there was also a website that was available to take a look at with all of the same information if anyone was interested.    

	
	

	Public Hearing

Update the 6 Yr. TIP
	Mayor Wolfe opened up the Public Hearing for Comment on the 6 Yr. TIP update at 7:14 PM, there being no comment, Mayor Wolfe closed the public hearing at 7:15 PM.  

	
	

	Unfinished Business Allan Road Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council and the audience members that the Town of Naches was in the process of changing the classification from a minor arterial to a major arterial for federal funding purposes.  There is a proposed stimulus, but we are now waiting on the legislature to see what happens to that funding.  The Town has secured the additional right of way donated by Allan Brothers.      

	
	

	Penney Avenue
	Adm. Ranger has presented the Penney Avenue project to the legislatures and we are now just waiting to see if we have been included in their funding process.  

	
	

	Naches Avenue
	The resurfacing of Naches Avenue from 2nd to 3rd Street will begin this spring.  STP funds have been secured for this project, with the Public Works Crew replacing water lines before the project begins.  

	
	

	Selection of New Councilmember 
	Mr. Paul Williams submitted his application to the Council as an interested party in the Council position.  Mr. Williams has lived in Naches at 109 Apple Loop for about 1 ½ years now.  
Councilwoman Hawver opened up the questioning of Mr. Williams, and asked why he thought he was the best candidate for the position.  Mr. Williams informed Council that he had lived in the area for a little over 1 ½ years, but has been in the area for many years.  

Councilwoman Lloyd asked Mr. Williams what his vision for Naches was for the next five years and what would he do to help accomplish that vision.  Mr. Williams would like to see the population grow and also enlarge the business district.  Mr. Williams is not sure what he needs to do in order to promote this, but he will sure be glad to find out and try to accomplish it.  

Councilman Carney asked what motivated him to apply for the Council position and would he be available to run during the 2011 election.  Mr. Williams was asked by Mayor Wolfe to think about the position and he would be available to run for re-election in 2011.  
Councilman Hawver asked Mr. Williams what he perceived the duties of Councilman and requirements to be.  Mr. Williams thinks the Town should be taken care of, and help the citizens understand what is going on and not make them feel like little kids when they ask questions that they are unsure about.  

Councilwoman Hawver asked what Mr. Williams’ goals would be should he be chosen as Councilmember.  Mr. Williams wants to better understand how the system works.  

Councilwoman Lloyd asked if Mr. Williams had no limit as to how much money was spent, what one item or service would you wish to improve or enhance within the Town.  Mr. Williams would construct some type of youth facility so that kids would have someplace to go instead of bum around and get into mischief.  

Councilman Carney asked what Mr. Williams thought his weakest and strongest points were.  Mr. Williams feels his caring for the community and for people in general are his strongest points.  He is willing to discuss peoples desires and inform them how that may or may not work.  As far as weekeness’ he is not real sure because he has never done this before.  

Councilman Hawver asked Mr. Williams if he belonged to any service groups or organizations.  Mr. Williams belongs to an International Footprint Association, the main service they provide is at Christmas time they provide gifts for people’s children who are incarcerated.  The group is made up of about 51% active or retired officers.

Mayor Wolfe asked Mr. Williams if he had any questions of himself or Council.  Mr. Williams did not.  
Councilman Carney made a motion to appoint Mr. Paul Williams to Council Position #5, with a second from Councilwoman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Mayor Wolfe swore Councilman Williams in to position #5.  

	
	

	Closure of Town Hall on April 14, 2010
	Clerk/Treasurer Luke informed Council that Small Cities Specialist Toni Nelson would be here on Wednesday, April 14, 2010 and asked Council to close Town Hall in order to go over the annual financial reports.  Councilman Carney made a motion to close Town Hall on Wednesday, April 14, 2010, with a second from Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Auditor’s Report.
	Clerk/Treasurer Luke informed Council that they held their exit conference on Thursday, January 21, 2010.  All Council members should have been given notice of the meeting and mailed a copy of the exit conference results.  Adm. Ranger and Clerk Luke just wanted to make sure Council sees this copy and that they are aware of the outcome.  There were no findings and the financials were in good condition.  Clerk/Luke and Adm. Ranger were a little upset with a recommendation on the business license issue, but after talking with Laurel and Sarah, we came to a better understanding of the issue at hand and feel comfortable with the outcome.  

	
	

	RFQ’s Engineering
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we had advertised for engineering services for the next three years.  We normally do this before the end of the year, but got ourselves a little confused as we thought we had just done them, but we realized that it was the engineering for the 2nd and 3rd Street resurfacing project that was completed this summer.  

	
	

	Bids for Phones
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that we have asked several area company’s to send us bids for a new phone system at Town Hall.  The main feature we are looking for is voicemail capabilities.  

	
	

	New Computers
	Town Hall will be installing their new computers all day tomorrow.  We will surplus one of the computers and the others will go to the front counter and the other will remain at Town Hall for Public Works to use.  

	
	

	Council Sound System
	Councilman Hawver asked if while we were obtaining the phone proposals if we should obtain the proposals for the Council Sound System.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that we have already requested the proposals, but that we would look into the sound system again, as it is a budgeted item.

	
	

	Proposed Resolution No. 2010-04
	Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion to accept the 6 year TIP update, with a second from Councilman Carney.  Motion carried unanimously. 

	
	

	Proposed Resolution No. 2010-05
	Councilwoman Hawver made a motion to authorize the Mayor to accept the 2nd and 3rd Street Resurfacing Improvements as complete and allow for 100% payment. Less retainage bond to the contractor, with a second by Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Audience Participation
	There were no audience members who wished to address Council.  

	
	

	Other Business
	Councilwoman Lloyd asked when the Allan Road Project would begin.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that it would be about 90 days before we were under contract and he wouldn’t look for anything sooner than this summer.  Penney Avenue would be this fall or maybe even next spring.

Councilwoman Hawver asked if it would be possible for Councilman Williams to take the Newly Elected Officials class that she and Councilman Carney just took.  Attorney Watkins informed Council that this class was offered once a year.  Councilwoman Hawver informed Mr. Williams that she would bring him her book that she just received from the class so that he may review the material.
