	Reports and Announcements
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that there was no planning commission meeting held.    

Lt. Winters presented Council with a few graphs.  The graphs were in comparison over the last two years.  The contract time has stayed pretty steady.  Lt. Winters went over a few specifics on the graph.  
Councilman Williams asked if there was a report that would specify what time of day the Town is receiving its coverage.  Is it just the Sergeants that are getting all of the Naches time?  Lt Winters will check into the report, he believes it is very possible.  Sergeants get the Naches time because they can direct from here.  

	
	

	
	Mayor Wolfe met with Commissioner Bouchey and discussed the County wide Gang Commission.  This commission has been formed to provide direction and get information out county wide.  Commissioner Bouchey wanted to reassure Mayor Wolfe that there would be no cost to the Town at this time, they are just asking for support in any of their activities.  
Mayor Wolfe attended the Yakima Valley Conference of Governments meeting held in Wapato.  The agenda was in regards to the Countywide EMS/Law Enforcement system.  Spellman has been chosen as the uniform system amongst all agencies in the county.  This has been in the process for many years and it is finally going to happen.  This is going to really help all agencies involved.  Councilman Williams asked who would be running the system.  Mayor Wolfe was not certain, he believed there would be a board with representatives from each agency, but he would find out and get back to Council on that.        

	
	

	Unfinished Business Allan Road Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that this study was almost finished, but he wanted to thank all agencies involved with the Town, Washington State Department of Transportation, Yakima Valley Conference of Governments and Yakima County.  This study started in 2007 and can now actually see fruition by possible development of the 60 acres.  Adm. Ranger believes this has been money well spent.        

	
	

	
	

	
	

	Naches Avenue
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that Naches Avenue has been started.  We are hoping to have the major work done before school begins in August of 2010.

	SIED Application
	Councilman Williams made a motion to allow Mayor Wolfe to sign an application for an additional SIED Grant/Loan, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	YMCA Overnight Stay in the Park
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that this was the YMCA’s third year here in Naches and they have not had any trouble with this particular venue.  Councilman Williams asked who they notified if they had something going on at 2:00 AM.  Councilman Hawver informed Councilman Williams that they had a group of parents that stayed up all night and patrolled the park grounds.  Councilman Carney made a motion to allow overnight camping in the park for the YMCA Annual Invitation June 25-27, 2010, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.  Councilman Hawver and Councilwoman Hawver both abstained from the vote, as they are Park Board Members.  

	
	

	Fence Agreement with the Patrick’s
	Councilman Williams made a motion to allow Mayor Wolfe to sign the fence agreement as amended with Kevin & Rebecca Patrick, with a second by Councilwoman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.

	
	

	Engineering Service for Allan Road
	Adm. Ranger wanted to make sure Council was aware that the project brought a lot of good prospects for engineering out, but we just felt that Huibregtse Louman has done such a great job on the preliminary, we just didn’t want to recommend anyone other than their agency.  

	
	

	Tile Replacement for the Art Decco Building
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he is still trying to gather a few more bids before making a decision.  

	
	

	STP Application
	Councilman Williams made a motion to apply for additional STP funding, with a second from Councilman Carney.  Motion carried unanimously.

	
	

	Mayor Pro-Tem for an additional 6 month term
	Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion to retain Councilman Carney as the Mayor Pro-Tem, with a second by Councilwoman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	WSDOT Agreement with HLA
	Councilman Williams made a motion to accept the WSDOT agreement with the Town of Naches on the Allan Road Project, with a second by Councilwoman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	TIB Application
	Councilwoman Lloyd made a motion to allow for the TIP application for STP funding for Naches Avenue and Allan Road, with a second by Councilwoman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Closing Town Hall May 4, 2010
	Councilman Williams made a motion to allow closure of Town Hall all day on Tuesday, May 4, 2010 to allow Clerk Luke to train with Toni Nelson, Small Cities Specialist with the State Auditor’s Office, with a second by Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.   

	
	

	Proposed Resolution No. 2010-08
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to authorize Clerk Luke to release the retainage bond on the 2nd and 3rd Street resurfacing project that has been completed by Columbia Asphalt and Gravel, with a second from Councilman Williams.  Motion carried unanimously.    

	
	

	Proposed Resolution No. 2010-09
	Councilman Williams made a motion to accept Staff’s recommendation to obtain Huibregtse Louman & Associates as the engineers on the Allan Rd Project, with a second by Councilwoman Lloyd.  Motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Hawver was under the impression that they already had been doing the engineering on this particular project.  Adm. Ranger explained to Council that they had indeed been doing the engineering under the General Services Contract that we currently have with them for preliminary engineering, but federal requirements for STP dollars must go out for RFQ’s when federal dollars enter the picture you have to officially go out for bids for the specific project.    

	
	

	Audience Participation
	Pastor Barb Blanchard of 308 McDowell asked Council if they knew of any community project’s or people in need of assistance to please let anyone from the church of the Nazarene know, as they are looking to help in the community

Lt. Winters just wanted to recommend the Town of Naches take a look at their disorderly statute and maybe bring it up to what the state currently has in their statute.  Lt. Winters would be more than willing to work with the Attorney if need be.  Discussion pursued on whether or not they wanted to include the new information and questions in regards to the parks laws were also discussed.   
Councilman Williams asked if the Council decided one way or another on the liquor license that was presented in the Council Packet.  Mayor Wolfe informed Council that this was basically just for our information.  Councilman Williams was interested in knowing the number of violations that this particular venue has had over the last several years, have there been many problems there?  Lt. Winters informed Council that he was able to pull this type of information up in his system.  This particular venue has in the last 10 years has had 15 incidents of either being a complainant or victim.  Councilman Williams was impressed and seemed to believe with those few violations, there was not a problem with the liquor license renewal.  In the future when the Town receives renewals for liquor licenses we can request their history from Lt. Winters.  Several Council members expressed their interest in this report.
