	Reports and Announcements
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that there was no planning commission meeting held.  Councilwoman Hawver asked if there was any hope for a new Planning Commission Member.  Adm. Ranger is hoping to know more in about a week on one particular individual.    

Lt. Winters presented Council with the monthly graphs.  Lt. Winters also announced that he had reminded to patrol that they should not be using reserves to stay within the contract time in Naches.  Councilman Williams was also given a report as to what time of day the officers were reporting their hours in town.  That particular report represents the month of April only.  Lt. Winters also announced that he has informed his patrol officers that when they are finished with their contract time that they are not to announce it over the radio, as to let would be vandals or thiefs know that they are leaving town.  It takes about 15 key strokes to enter it into the computer system.  There was a total of 26 events that took place this month and it is about what they were at this time last year.  He has been informed by one of the block watch lady that one name inparticular keeps coming up in regards to the tire slashing that has been going on in town, but Lt. Winters needs more concrete eveidence than he said she said.  Heresay would just not stand up in court.  Lt. Witners also informed Council that the skeletal remains that were found in the Naches River were that of an  Hispanic male that has been missing for about three years.  It was one of the cases that they had not been able to close, he does not believe there are any family in this area to notify of the finding.  

Councilwoman Hawver asked why reserve time was not to be used in Town.  Lt. Winters informed Council that in the contract it specifically states full time employees of the County.  It also helps when full time employees take a case and are on again that same week so that they can keep an eye out, whereas reserves may not come back to the Naches area for another month or so.  Thus not being able to work the case further.
