	Mayor Wolfe thanked Mayor Pro-Tem Rick Carney for his attendance at Tieton’s Flag Day ceremony.  Mayor Pro-Tem Carney said it was a very nice ceremony with Dino Rossi as their guest speaker.  There was quite a turn out and they did a very good job of recognizing those who have passed on fighting their Country from the area.  Mayor Wolfe also informed Council that Adm. Ranger, Mayor Pro-Tem Carney and himself attended a ground breaking ceremony for the Greenway.  The Greenway has received a donation from Pacific Power to pave about another mile of pathway going into Yakima.  It is Pacific Power’s 100th Anniversary and they decided to do something great for our community and others outside of the community to enjoy in honor of this wonderful mile stone.

	Reports and Announcements
	Lt. Winter is proud to announce to Council that 2010 numbers are looking more like 2008 instead of 2009.  Lt. Winter is still having some technical difficulties on the reports that are being generated, but the final reports that are handed out to Council are correct.  Lt. Winter is trying to identify when we are receiving our contract time and when we actually need our coverage out here in our community.  Next month he will generate a report that breaks down the day of the week and the time of day from January until the present time.  Council is wanting more specific information as to maybe not actual addresses where problems are occurring but streets or neighborhoods of the occurrences, so that they can let others in town know where the problem areas are if they are questioned.  Attorney Watkins informed Council that state statute does not allow addresses to be released in certain instances such as Domestic Violence and Sexual cases, as this would reveal where victims live and victims are protected from being revealed.  Councilwoman Hawver was wondering if a report could be generated like what Block watch generated to their members.  She believed that the report was not as specific on the address, it may have just mentioned for instance the 100 block of Tieton instead of the actual address.  Lt. Winter informed Council that he would send the old report that Council used to receive to Attorney Watkins before he sent it to Clerk Luke and Attorney Watkins could decide what addresses needed to be removed and what could stay, she would then send back to Lt. Winter with the changes that needed to be made and he would then send to the Clerk for Council packets.        


	Unfinished Business Allan Road 
	Councilman Hawver informed Council and Adm. Ranger that he had some questions and concerns on the Allan Road Utilities Project.  Council had approved the Water/Sewer extension, but was this rendition in the works the whole time?  Adm. Ranger informed Council that this rendition is completely hypothetical.  The property owners are vested and owe $500,000 for the water/sewer lines that will be going out to the property.  Councilman Hawver asked if we had given the same opportunity to the other businesses at the other end of town.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that this same project had been done several years prior and that is why the Forest Service and Ace Hardware currently have city services.  Councilman Hawver asked about the old Many’s Chinook Center.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that the lines run right in front of their business, but at the time of the project they chose not to hook up to city services.  Councilman Hawver was pleased to hear that this opportunity was also given to those businesses.             

	
	

	
	

	
	

	Sunshine Lions/Sale of Fireworks
	Rachel Toney of the Sunshine Lions had requested to be placed on the Council Agenda in order to obtain a permit to sell fireworks from July 1-4, 2010 but was not in attendance at the Meeting.  Attorney Watkins informed Council that our ordinance does not require her to be here.  Attorney Watkins also reminded Council that they can make any requirements that they fill necessary in order to issue the permit.  There was some confusion on as to whether they were requesting to apply for a discharge permit and the sale of fireworks or just the sale of fireworks.  Councilwoman Hawver requested more clarification from Ms. Toney as to what it was she was actually applying for.  
Councilman Hawver made a motion to approve the sale of fireworks by the Sunshine Lions Club from July 1-4, 2010, with a condition that the Town of Naches will need a letter from Cleman’s Sports Complex allowing the Sunshine Lions Club to sell on their property and the date of discharge, also something from Cleman’s View Sports Complex proving that they have insurance for something of this nature, with a second by Councilman Carney.  Councilwoman Hawver and Councilman Williams cast dissenting votes, thus leaving Mayor Wolfe to break the tie vote.  Mayor Wolfe voted in favor of allowing the Sunshine Lions to sell fireworks under the conditions set by Council.  Motion carried. 

	
	

	
	

	
	

	Water Efficiency Program
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Department of Health is requiring the Town have a Water Use Efficiency program.  It is basically to educate the public within the next five to six years on how to save at least 5 gallons of water per year per household.  The Town plans on educating by posting to the Town Website and may even do some sort of newsletter.  .  

	
	

	Naches Avenue & Third St Bid Opening Results
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the lowest bid came in at about 17% below the engineers estimate.  Both sides of the sidewalk will be completed.  Three of the four valves that have been replaced were leaking, the actually lines were also replaced and leaking as well.  Mayor Wolfe asked if the fire hydrant that was replaced had been in the plans.  Adm. Ranger informed Mayor Wolfe and Council that it was pretty old and when they went to shut it down it broke.  

	
	

	Shafer Avenue to Allan Road Utility Improvements
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that there were a total of 6 bids and that that the lowest bidder came in at about 15% below the engineers estimate.  The project calls for extending the Town’s water/sewer lines and also installing a lift station.  Adm. Ranger is thinking there may be some dollars left so that we may also be able to do a little road work as well.    

	
	

	Member/Alternate Yakima County Gang Commission
	The Yakima County Gang Commission plans on meeting every third Tuesday at 1:00 PM at the courthouse, for most of the Council their work schedules will not permit them to make the meetings.  Councilman Carney made a motion to accept Mayor Wolfe at the Member for the Yakima County Gang Commission and Councilman Williams as the alternate, with a second from Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Resolution 2010-11
	Councilman Williams made a motion to allow Mayor Wolfe to sign the Water Use Efficiency Program, with a second by Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.

	
	

	Resolution 2010-12
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to accept the bid and sign a contract with Granite Northwest, Inc. for the resurfacing project at Naches Avenue and Third Street, with a second by Councilman Williams.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Resolution 2010-13
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to accept the bid and sign a contract with Ken Leingang Excavating, Inc. for the Shafer Avenue to Allan Road Utility Improvements, with a second by Councilman Williams.  Motion carried unanimously.
