	Call to Order

Introductions

Roll Call
	The meeting was called to order at 7:10 PM by Mayor Pro-Tem, Rick Carney.  Councilwoman Lloyd was absent and excused.  Mayor Wolfe was also absent and excused.  

	
	

	Honors/Recognition
	Mayor Pro-Tem, Carney wanted to thank, Public Works Foreman Davis and his crew in regards to the inspection that they received on June 26, 2010 from the Department of Ecology.  The letter states that there were no violations of the NPDES permit.  Mayor Pro-Tem also pointed out that since he has been on Council that the plant has never had a violation, and he is very happy with all of them about that. 

	
	

	Agenda
	Councilman Williams moved to approve the agenda as presented with a second by Mayor Pro-Tem Carney.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Consent Agenda
	Councilman Williams moved, seconded by Councilwoman Hawver to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

	Sheriff’s Report/Lt. Winter
	Lt. Winter handed out reports to the Council for June and July that reported on contract time and the number of incidents within the Town of Naches.  Lt. Winter also handed out several historical range of coverage reports just in case council was interested in the data at all. Those specific reports showed an average number of incidents for the year.  Lt. Winter reported to Council that the Sheriff’s Office is well over it’s contract time, we are getting well over the 180 minutes.  He also wanted to make sure that Council was aware that Tech Support is having trouble generating the specific reports that Council has asked for, but he is still working on them, just please be patient.  

	
	

	Allan Road Utilities Extension Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Allan Road Utilities Extension Project that was being completed by Ken Leingang Excavating, Inc. is well under way.  The gravity sewer is now complete, the lift station has been set and the force main should be complete by the end of the week.  Adm. Ranger also wanted to inform Council that the first progress estimate # 1 was included in tonight’s bills in the amount of $167,597.47 less retainage.   

	
	

	Allan Road and US Highway 12-Improvement Project
	There is lots of bureaucracy going on with this project and it may not end up happening this year.  The Washington State Department of Transportation South Central Region is handling this project.   

	
	

	Allan Road Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he would like approval to advertise for bids by August 15, 2010 on this particular project.  We have already received TIB money for this project to cover the match on what is not covered by the STP funding.  This project should be awarded by September.  Councilman Williams made a motion to allow Adm. Ranger go out for bids on the Allan Road Project, with a second from Councilman Carney.  Motion carried unanimously.  

	
	

	Naches Avenue & Third Street Resurfacing Project
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that Granite Northwest is pretty much done with this project, except for some paperwork issues and some reimbursements from the state.  Adm. Ranger also wanted to inform Council that the first Progress estimate #1 was included in tonight’s bills in the amount of $203,968.49 less retainage.     

	
	

	2010 TIB Application/Naches Ave/4th to Naches High School
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that he believes that this may be the last year for TIB funding so he would like to make a last attempt to secure funding for a final project.  The Town of Naches will be submitting a dual application one for New Construction, which is very competitive and one for a pavement preservation program that we may have a better chance at, but you just never know.   The project would consist of repaving the road up to the high school installing lighting, storm drain run off drainage and guardrails.  The school district has agreed to contribute $15,000 to the project.  Adm. Ranger is going to the Park Board Meeting on Wednesday evening to discuss the possibility of obtaining 10 or 12 ft. of property on the west side in order to move the sidewalk over for a little widening of the roads.  Adm. Ranger would also like to regrind Third Street to Fourth Street if we receive the funds for the project in order to have one consistent new road.  

	
	

	Water/Sewer Infiltration McDowell Street
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that about 7-10 days ago he started receiving high flow readings into the treatment plant.  This has happened to us for several years now and they have always chased it around and found things here and there.  Public Works Foreman, Davis called the City of Yakima who in turn brought out their cameras.  They did find multiple leak areas on St. John Avenue on the McDowell addition.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that they now have a web like substance that goes into the pipe and stops the infiltration.  Adm. Ranger is going to look into the cost of this.  

	
	

	Greenhouse Reduction Policy
	Adm. Ranger informed Council that this was part of the legislation that was passed, and in order to receive the TIB funding the Town of Naches must have a Greenhouse Reduction Policy in place.  

	
	

	Other Business
	Councilwoman Hawver asked Council if they would allow her to place flags in the Art Decco Building, as it looks pretty bleak.  Council discussed the flags and what flags should be hung up in the building.  Councilman Williams made a motion to allow Councilwoman Hawver hand flags in the Art Decco Building, with a second by Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Mayor Pro-Tem Carney asked Adm. Ranger to contact Yakima Waste and have them come out to the next Council meeting and prepare a presentation on a curb side recycling program for the Town.  
Councilman Williams asked about the letter from the Country Rock Café in regards to the Gambling Tournaments they were going to be having.  It sounds like if they are having them every three days they are not abiding by the state requirements of every 30 days.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that the State was the enforcing agency on this issue and if anyone had any complaints they could call the local Gambling Commission Office.  

	
	

	
	

	Resolution 2010-15
	Councilman Hawver made a motion to authorize and direct the Mayor to sign the “Greenhouse Gas Reduction Emission Policy” for the Town of Naches, with a second by Councilwoman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.

	There being no further business to come before Council, Councilman Williams moved to adjourn the Council Meeting with a second by Councilman Hawver.  Motion carried unanimously.
