2. Greenway Agreement, Admin. Ranger informed Council the Yakima Greenway would like to house a courtesy cart at the Wastewater treatment plant. Will be going thru picking up trash, talking to people and giving them water. An agreement has to be signed for them to be able to store the cart at the Wastewater treatment Plant. 

3. Fireworks for Lions Club for Sportsman’s Days An official decision will be made once the application is submitted. 

4. USDA Grants Admin. Ranger requested for a motion to fill out the applications matching money for USDA Community Facilities Program. These funds would provide matching dollars. Two proposed projects are the shelter and the Old Town Hall roof repair where the Library is located. Admin. Ranger informed the Council it doesn’t guarantee funds.  Councilman Williams asked if a resolution was necessary. Admin. Ranger indicated a resolution will only be needed if funding is acquired. Councilwoman Lloyd move to allow Admin. Ranger to fill out Applications The motion was seconded by Councilman Hawver. The motion carried unanimously. 

5. Vision MS/ Software Price Quote. Admin. Ranger informed Council of a price quote for them to know the cost of the software, and that we are not ready to make the change at this time.
