	TIB Application process, applications are due 8/31. Administrator Ranger told Council that the Town had two options SCAP or Rapid Action Application.
a) TIB Applications Penney Ave.  Which is to reestablish Penney Ave from Third back in to Second TIB application is due 8/31. Adm. will proceed to the Rapid Action Application which will give the Town its best chance to be successful for the TIB grant. The Town may also be submitting the application for Pavement Preservation at the same time.  There is no match for the Pavement Preservation Program. The Town will have to have the engineering and environmental complete by November fto remain eligible for the Rapid Action Application.  The Town  will also have to a  

5% match for the construction costs.  The right of way acquisition from Allan Brothers whom donated the property might be an eligible match for the SCAP application. 
a) Naches Ave from Third Street to the High School construction progress estimate No. 2 is included in the Council packet. To release payment to Granite Construction in the amount of
b) USDA Grants Shelter Parking Lot & Library Roof Projects.  Adm. Ranger informed Council that the Town has been awarded $9,500 for the parking lot project and $3,000 for the Library roof project.  The Town is currently waiting for approval letter and sign contracts.
Ron Freeze, current President of the Naches Lions Club spoke to the Mayor and Council about the Naches Lions Club status of reconstruction one of the shelters from Eschbach Park. The original plan was to place it at Applewood Park.  After deliberation with the Park and the requirement of providing new parking the Lion’s Club opted out of the plan.  Mr. Freeze said the Lion’s Club was willing to place the shelter at the Naches Depot.  They would be willing to follow the Town’s guidelines in reconstruction of the shelter.
