	1. Admin. Ranger Penney Avenue Preliminary Engineering about 55% completed. Discussed

1. West Naches Utility Extension Project: waiting on agency letters to process the retainage.
a) Second Street Preliminary Engineering about 55% complete.
b) YVCOG meeting call for Projects, discussed changes.

d) Allan Bros/Short plat office complex in the works and expected to be completed by March 2013.

e) The Town acquired a new copier, which is newer but has the same lease as the previous one at the same cost.
f) Water Com Plan starting in the year 2013 is to be completed by 2014. It’s a 7 year cycle.

g) Sportsman’s Days considering moving into down town. A proposal is in the works with the Lions Club, which will be having a meeting to discuss whether they want to proceed or not. It’s proposed to be at the Depot, Applewood Park and as far east as to the Presbyterian Church.
General maintenance is being done: crack sealing streets, sidewalk repair and Winter preparations.
Clerk/Treasurer Birrueta informed Council that the month of October is balanced.  
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the list.

Council reviewed the consent agenda.

Department of Corrections billed the Town from January 1 to October 2012. In the contract agreement it was agreed for the Department of Corrections bill the Town on a monthly basis. Attorney Watkins will be preparing a letter to be sent with the payment.
Clerk/Treasurer Birrueta, explained that the all capital expenditures in the memorandum are included in the budget except the Welcome to Naches sign that has been discussed. The Budget is prepared with expenditures and current year revenues. Councilman Williams questioned staff on the Depot improvements line item in the Budget. Admin Ranger explained that with Penney Avenue funded and with the possibility of the Lions Club moving Sportsman’s Days to the down town area, there may need to be  improvement for grass and irrigation for the Depot area.
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned 6:53 pm.
