	Adm. Ranger informed the Mayor and Council that the Naches Avenue to High School Project has been declared complete; The Town is still waiting on the Labor & Industries release certificate. 
1. Funding on Penney Avenue was passed by the Washington State Transportation Bill.

2. Implementing Vision software.

3. Clerk Birrueta attended the Annual Financial Reporting class on March 6th.  Clerk Birrueta will be attending the Bars class on March 29th in Yakima.

4. Annual reports: USDA and Financial annual reports to be complete the week of March 12th by Clerk Birrueta and Visions/Toni Nelson.

5. Audit exit meeting: Still waiting on response from the Auditor’s office. 
6. Naches Chinook Center abatement has been completed.

7. Court date on March 13th in regards to the CDBG funds for the Town of Naches on 304 Penney Avenue.

8. WWTP NPDES meeting with the Department of Ecology in regards to permitting issues.

9. SIED grant/loan discontinue, no longer funded by the State. Admin. Ranger has not contacted RTPO in regards to the Grant on Second Avenue.
10. Annexations for both the Library and Fire District memorandum serves as a timeline or outline of the procedures that are necessary prior to bringing the issue to the ballot. The Town residents are required to vote on these two issues (as well as the rest of the persons living within the district itself), and a majority of yes votes is necessary to have the Town be annexed into these districts. 
11. Upper Valley Rally (Night in Naches, 5k run, car show, bike race, BBQ contest and apple bin races) Naches Park is also participating in the event.
12. Question by Councilman Guyton in regards to whether Naches Park District’s involvement. It was reported that the Park District has made a deal with the Greenway to put a program together where one and half hour sessions will be open for kids at the pool during the event.
13. Public Works is preparing for Irrigation, maintenance and inventory.

14. Question: Councilman Guyton asked about the Naches Chinook Center. Attorney Watkins stated that the property is currently under receivership and the property will be for sale. Receivership is a court ordered proceeding and does not address the sewer/water issue of the property directly.
15. Approval of Public meetings/hearings dates on the Fire District and Library District will be necessary at the Regular Council Meeting.
Clerk/Treasurer Birrueta informed Council the month of February is balanced.

Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the on the list.

Council reviewed the consent agenda.

With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned 6:52 pm.
