	1. Admin. Ranger Penney Avenue funding through WA State Legislature is tagged with Federal funds. The Town received a letter from WSDOT of the Federal Reclassification approved by the Federal Highway Administration.

3. Applied to obligate funds for PE & CE. Discussed
1. Project began on August 1, the sewer line is expected to be complete by August 15th and the contractor will start working on the water line. Project is expected to be complete by the end of August.
