	Lt.  Winter provided bar graph reports that included how much contract time was spent patrolling the Town. The report shows 21 calls in the month of March 2012. Councilman Williams asked Mr. Winter if he can provide a more detail report as for the month of March the report only provides the time of the calls and not when it was ended. Mr. Winter will provide the Spillman report as it will show more detail.
Councilwoman Hawver attended YVCOG meeting. Councilwoman Hawver reported that Kevin Bouchey, Yakima County Commissioner attended the YVCOG meeting and presented the Yakima County Gang assessment study that was completed and he also provided a detailed report of the study.  Councilwoman provided the study to the rest of the Council for review.

TJ Mattingly: With the Naches Sunshine Lions Club. Request to Mayor and Council on the approval of selling Fireworks for the 4th July event. Ms. Mattingly reported that she just had spoke to a gentlemen involved in the event and was informed that the Town will not be paying for the Fireworks this year. Admin. Ranger informed Ms. Mattingly that the purchase of Fireworks was not put in the Budget for 2012. Ms. Mattingly will not seek a license or approval if no event is to take place. Councilman Williams made a Motion to approve the permit of the sale of fireworks contingent on the Upper Valley Sports having their yearly event and covering the insurance, fire protection and location. Seconded by Councilwoman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously. 
1. Fire District and Library District Annexation time line. Next meeting will be April 30th for public discussion. Discussion took place in the regular Public Meeting April 9th 2012 at 6:00 p.m. 
2. Dog leash and clean up. Per Ordinance the dog owner is responsible to pick up after their pets. 
LS Networks Franchise. Attorney Watkins introduced in the Council packet for review a proposed Franchise with LS Network.  Attorney Watkins and Admin. Ranger have met with Robyn Smith in regards to the Franchise agreement including a draft Ordinance that would cover the Franchise. Project details need to be addressed with Admin. Ranger and LS’s engineers. 
Page Scott, Executive Director of YVCOG reported on STP Regional Funds approve for the Town of Naches by the Yakima Valley MPO/RTPO Executive Committee. There was an award of $42,200.00 in STP funds for the Town of Naches, to design Second Street (Sinclair Avenue to Town Limits) and Shafer Avenue (Second Street to Marvin Street) Improvements. The Town of Naches has received over $900,000 in STP/RTPO funding since 2009 and Director Scott commented that the Town has been very proactive and received a lot of funding. 
SIED Grant application process, Administrator Ranger asked Council for a motion to approve Resolution 2012-04 approving the SIED Grant application process for the West Naches Utility Extension. The actual contracts will still come before Council, but he requested approval of him moving forward with the application for the grant money.
