Upper Valley Rally. Randy Juette: Mr. Juette informed Mayor and Council that the Naches Chamber is looking into having sponsorships for the Upper Valley Rally event taking place on July 21st 2012. Councilman Williams moved to approve resolution No. 2012-06. Seconded by Councilman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously.

Proposed Resolution No. 2012-07 A Resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington, authorizing the Mayor to sign the “Supporting Investments in Economic Diversification” (SIED)  Grant 2012 contract for funding of water and sewer system improvements. Councilman Williams moved to approve resolution No. 2012-07. Seconded by Councilman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously. 

Proposed Ordinance No. 673 An Ordinance of the Town of Naches, Washington, granting to Northwest Open Access Network. (NoaNet) A Washington not-profit mutual corporation, the nonexclusive right, privilege, authority and franchise to locate, construct, install, own, maintain, repair replace, extend, operate and use facilities in, upon, over under, along, and across the franchise area for purposes of the transmission, distribution and sale of service and telecommunications service.  Councilman Williams moved to approve Ordinance No. 673. Seconded by Councilman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously. 
Proposed Ordinance No. 674 An Ordinance of the Town of Naches, Washington, grating latecomers agreement ordinance under Naches Municipal Code. Councilman Williams moved to approve Ordinance No. 674. Seconded by Councilman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously. 

Proposed Ordinance No. 675 An Ordinance of the Town of Naches, Washington, Public Right of Way Excavation. Councilman Williams moved to approve Ordinance N. 675. Seconded by Councilman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously. 
Park events YMCA/Kiwanis invitation Swim Meet June 29, 30 and July 1st. Mid Valley Swim Championship July 27, 28 and 29th 2012. Both Swim meets will take place at the Applewood Park in Naches. The Park board brought up both events for the reason of people camping at the park for both swim meets; RV parking or camping is normally not allowed. Ms. Hawver informed Mayor and Council that one of the requirements is to have an adult in charge at the park during both events to keep it organize and keep the noise down. Councilman Williams made the Motion to allow camping at the park for both events as long as the Park Board is proactive on security and inform the law enforcement (Sheriff’s Office) for these 2 events June 29 through July 1st and July 27th through July 29th, 2012. Seconded by Councilman Guyton. Motion carried unanimously. Mr. Hawver is the Naches Parks Chairman and Mrs. Hawver is employed by the Park Board, both members abstained from the vote.
