	1. Admin. Ranger Penney Avenue Preliminary Engineering is complete. Discussed advertising for bids. Advertise for bids which will occur on February 22nd 2013. Discussed possible award of project March 11, 2013. Staff recommends pre approval from Council authorizing the Mayor to sign the contract as long as the contract is within the construction budget for Penney Avenue. 
a) Second Street Preliminary Engineering is complete. YVCOG called for projects and Second Street is fully funded through YVCOG. Environmental Process is to begin. Funding may be available as early as March 2013. John Dorfeild with TIB called for Town’s match availability, however, the Town will get reimbursed for all match funds spent on design of Second Street Improvements for Preliminary Engineering. Staff is waiting for the award letter for construction funds.
Submitting a Federal Reclassification request for Railroad Avenue. Application was submitted February 1, 2013. Selection process through RTPO ( YVCOG). 
USDA Rural Development Program: Grant/ Loan application for a 15% grant and 85% loan is being contemplated. There is a Public Hearing tonight regarding the application and proposed project. 
Water Comp Plan work is being done using CDBG Rehab funds. There is necessary date that must be compiled before completion by the Town. The Water Comp Plan needs to be updated every 7 years and needs to be completed and approved by the Department Of Health by March of 2014.  It takes about 13 months for completion and the update is required. 
a) Allan Bros. Short plat office complex is the works and expected to be completed by March of 2013. Allan Bros is expanding their H2A Housing with two additional units, so the Town is expecting four additional Water Hook ups and Sewer as well.
b) Chinook Center is now expected to open this coming weekend.
c) Sportsman’s Days: the Lions Club has voted to move Sportsman’s Days to the downtown area and that is where the Community Facility is proposed to be built in conjunction with building Penney Avenue.

d) Color Naches Fun Run:  the Greenway has not made any further contact with the Town regarding this event.
e) Water valve replacement loan application is due March 1st 2013 with a 1.5% interest rate. Loan funds would be used to replace valves, fix the water reservoir, fix main water lines and prevent some of the issues the Town is currently dealing with on the water leak. Repayment schedule is 20 years. Staff has estimates for $100,000.00 and $200,000.00 loan amount (including interest). The main water line repairs would be Shafer Avenue and a more detailed report will be available at a later date. Councilman Hawver asked whether it is in the Town’s interest to borrow when there are funds in the bank account. Admin. Ranger indicated that he is giving the Council options.   
General maintenance is being done.  Public Works also attended the Evergreen Water Training in Yakima. Hiring process for Public Works.
Clerk/Treasurer Birrueta had Council review the December 2012 and January 2013 Treasurer reports.
Staff provided the Voucher report. Council reviewed the February vouchers presented for approval
Council reviewed the consent agenda.

With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 7:06 p.m.
