	Penney Avenue. Bids are to be opened on March 21, 2013. The bid has two schedules A&B. The total for both schedules is $359,500.00 If bids are more than the budget certain items from schedule B will be taken out. There is no match on the Town’s behalf on this project. Material taken out of Penney Avenue will be used to help Phase IV of the Depot Project.
Second Street Project, Plans were reviewed by Admin. Ranger on Friday March 8, 2013. The plans are now being reviewed by WSDOT. This project will preferably be done during summer, but we are still waiting to hear from YVCOG when actual construction dollars will be available.
 The Town is submitting a Federal Reclassification request for Railroad Avenue. The Project is in the YVCOG pipeline. Although it did not score high in the process, it is ready to construct prior to any of the other projects. 
Water Comp Plan. Work is being done using CDBG Rehab funds. There is necessary data that must be compiled before completion by the Town. The Water Comp Plan needs to be updated every 7 years and needs to be completed and approved by the Department of Health by March of 2014.  It takes about 13 months for completion and the update is required. 
Application for these projects is split: Application #1 is for all reservoir upgrades and Application #2 is for water meter replacements through the Town. The process for notification for award is 6 months.  The reservoir was completed in the mid 70’s and has only had minor maintenance done. This reservoir needs a mixing zone and if awarded this project should ensure the Town for the next 40 years. The water meter project was added but don’t expect award on this project. The Town can afford to keep doing the status quo and fixing as needed.
The Town requested the amount of $7500.00 grant from Pacific Power to help Phase IV of the Depot renovations. This area is to host the 2013 Sportsman’s Days and the future Community Facility. 

The basic grading has been completed. The Town Public Works Dept. Will be installing irrigation in the next 10 days. Looking for topsoil to cover the project area. Parking to the South along Orchard will be installed with the regrinds during the Penney Avenue Project. Sub-base for the Community Facility also will be done during this period.
a) Allan Bros. Short plat office complex is the works and expected to be completed by March of 2013. Allan Bros is expanding their H2A Housing with two additional units, so the Town is expecting four additional Water Hook Ups and Sewer as well.
b) Sportsman’s Days: the Lions Club has voted to move Sportsman’s Days to the downtown area and that is where the Community Facility is proposed to be built in conjunction with building Penney Avenue.

c) Color Naches Fun Run:  the Greenway has not made any further contact with the Town regarding this event.
d) Clerk Birrueta attended the Vision Financial reporting class held in Yakima. There are a lot of changes with the State Auditor’s new reporting requirements, which it will be much easier to address through the Vision software system.   
General maintenance is being done.  Public Works also attended the Evergreen Water Training in Yakima. Hiring process for Public Works I. Backhoe possible purchase. Water leak has been fixed and the Sewer pumps have been fixed as well.
Clerk/Treasurer Birrueta had Council review the February 2013 Treasurer reports.
Staff provided the Voucher report. Council reviewed the March vouchers presented for approval
Council reviewed the consent agenda.

Council discussed the Sportsman’s Days event happening at the Depot area. Councilwoman Hawver discussed that there is some confusion with the neighbor’s at the park as to where the carnival will be operating during the event. 

With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:53 p.m.
