	Penney Avenue awarded March 21st   (1%) below the engineer’s estimate. Construction project to end May 17, 2013. All reimbursements must be completed by June 30th 2013. Illumination is delayed everything is ordered and is not expected to be delivered until mid June. 
Second Street Project. Advertise for bids Tuesday May 14, 2013. Construction fund authorization letter was received today from WSDOT.  TIB Construction match for design and construction reimbursement. Construction timeline mid June through August. 
 SEPA DNS issued and Staff did not receive any comments.
Water Comp Plan. Work is being done using CDBG Rehab funds. There is necessary data that must be compiled before completion by the Town. The Water Comp Plan needs to be updated every 7 years and needs to be completed and approved by the Department of Health by March of 2014.  It takes about 13 months for completion and the update is required. 
Application for these projects was split: Application #1 is for all reservoir upgrades (which includes a water mixing component) and Application #2 is for water valve replacements through the Town. The process for notification for award is 6 months. 
The Town requested the amount of $7500.00 grant from Pacific Power to help Phase IV of the Depot renovations. This area is to host the 2013 Sportsman’s Days and the future Community Facility. Staff is still waiting for the grant process to proceed through the Foundation process.
Public Works is working on seeding in the next week or so irrigation has been completed as well. 
a) Allan Bros. Short plat office complex is completed and the office is now open.  H2A Housing is completed as well and passed inspection from DOH.
b) Color Naches Fun Run:  the Greenway placed a cap on how many participants they can handle and it has been filled with a little over 500 participants for the color fun run.
c) AT&T Franchise agreement the Town staff has requested the attorney’s help on handling questions from AT&T. 

d) Clerk Birrueta completed the Annual Report and it was submitted to Toni Nelson former State Auditor for review. 
General maintenance is being done. WWTP passed the Annual USDA Inspection. Backhoe possible purchase. 
Clerk/Treasurer Birrueta asked Council to review/discuss the April 2013 Treasurer reports.
Staff provided the Voucher report. Council reviewed the May vouchers presented for approval.
Council reviewed the consent agenda.
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:49 p.m.
