	Penney Avenue Improvements: Project construction is complete, illumination is expected to be installed and done by mid June.
Second Street Project. Bids were received June 4, 2013. Bid recommendation from staff is included in the Council packet with a resolution for acceptance. TIB matches for design and construction reimbursement. Construction timeline mid June through August. 
 SEPA DNS issued and Staff did not receive any comments and June 20th staff will have an idea of when funding may be available.
Water Comp Plan. Work is being done using CDBG Rehab funds. There is necessary data that must be compiled before completion by the Town. The Water Comp Plan needs to be updated every 7 years and needs to be completed and approved by the Department of Health by March of 2014.  It takes about 13 months for completion and the update is required. 
Application for these projects was split: Application #1 is for all reservoir upgrades (which includes a water mixing component) and Application #2 is for water valve replacements through the Town. The process for notification for award is 6 months. Staff has a meeting with Steve Dunk in regards to both loans.
The Town requested the amount of $7500.00 grant from Pacific Power to help Phase IV of the Depot renovations. This area is to host the 2013 Sportsman’s Days and the future Community Facility. Staff received notification from Bill Clements that a grant of $3500.00 was granted from Pacific Power Foundation to help the Phase IV of the Depot renovations.
Public Works is working on the lawn and renovation is going well.
a) Website update/Social media meeting with Danielle Surkaty for the Town of Naches website updates. 
b) Color Naches Fun Run: The event took place May 19, 2013. Great turn out uneventful. 
c) Interlocal Cooperation agreement with the Naches Park District for use of the Naches Depot property.

d) AT&T Franchise agreement the Town staff has received documents for the Franchise and is in the process.
e) Clerk Birrueta completed the Annual Report and it was submitted to the Washington State Auditor’s office. Clerk Birrueta requested that one of the Councilmember’s or Mayor meet with her to go over the Annual report more in detail. Clerk Birrueta provided Mayor, Council and Staff Schedule 11 report which it has detail of the 2012 disbursements and receipts. 
General maintenance is being done; Public Works will also be working on replacing the Water Main lines and individual residential services prior to the Second Street Improvement Construction Project.  
Clerk/Treasurer Birrueta asked Council to review/discuss the May 2013 Treasurer reports. Clerk Birrueta also informed Mayor and Council that the Town Public Work Trust Fund loans are due on second payment in June 2013 including Granite Construction Company and HLA if the Town receives Reimbursement fund on Penney Avenue by second payment.
Staff provided the Voucher report. Council reviewed the May vouchers presented for approval.
Council reviewed the consent agenda.
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:42 p.m.
