	Penney Avenue Improvements: Project construction is complete, final reimbursement has being submitted for closeout.
Second Street Project:  Pre construction meeting was concluded July 2 and construction is scheduled to begin July 8, 2013. The Town received a letter from TIB for design and construction reimbursement. 
 RTPO funding availability and the Town is expecting a notice in the near future for funding. 
Water Comp Plan. Work is being done using CDBG Rehab funds. There is necessary data that must be compiled before completion by the Town. The Water Comp Plan needs to be updated every 7 years and needs to be completed and approved by the Department of Health by March of 2014.  It takes about 13 months for completion and the update is required. 
Application for these projects was split: Application #1 is for all reservoir upgrades (which includes a water mixing component) and Application #2 is for water valve replacements through the Town. The process for notification for award is 6 months. Staff had a meeting with Steve Dunk in regards to both loans and they are recommending approval of the loans to theirs piers since the Town is a low risk and is doing well financially. Mr. Dunk also mentioned that the interest rate will be 1% and not 1.5% when the application was submitted.
The Depot area renovation 
a) Website update/Social media meeting with Danielle Surkaty for the Town of Naches website updates. 
b) AT&T Franchise agreement the Town staff has received documents for the Franchise and it’s being process. 
c) Clerk Birrueta met with Councilwoman Lloyd to go over details on the 2012 Annual report submitted to State Auditor’s Office.  Clerk Birrueta also discussed a Budget amendment included in the Council packet for review to increase appropriations in the General fund, Street construction fund since staff only knew of funding for Penney Avenue and now has added Second Street Improvement. Fund 310 CDBG Rehab to be transfer to the 410 Water fund to pay for the Water Comp Plan which it’s currently in the process. Clerk Birrueta also included the expenditures for all this funds in the amendment.
General maintenance is being done; Public Works is currently working on replacing the Water Main lines and individual residential services prior to the Second Street Improvement Construction Project.   
Clerk/Treasurer Birrueta asked Council to review/discuss the June 2013 Treasurer reports. Clerk Birrueta also informed Mayor and Council that on Second payment Granite Construction Company and HLA are on the list to be paid if the Town receives reimbursement for construction on Penney Avenue.
Staff provided the Voucher report. Council reviewed the June vouchers presented for approval.
Council reviewed the consent agenda.
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:53 p.m.
