	Penney Avenue Improvements: Closeout in process and the Town is still waiting on release certificates from Department of Revenue and Labor & Industries.
Second Street Project: TIB Construction match and reimbursement was included in your packet including progress estimate No. 1 and no check will be issued until the Town has received reimbursement. Water valve and individual services have been replaced and completed.
 STP funding is available and the Town is expecting a notice in the near future for funding at least on Preliminary Engineering and Right-of-way.
Water Comp Plan. Work is being done using CDBG Rehab funds. There is necessary data that must be compiled before completion by the Town. The Water Comp Plan needs to be updated every 7 years and needs to be completed and approved by the Department of Health by March of 2014.  It takes about 13 months for completion and the update is required. Admin. Ranger and Clerk Birrueta met with HLA on the Water Comp Plan. One of the requirements by the DOH is to have a Public Forum meeting to discuss the Water Use Efficiency Program and Goals. A notice needs to be published 2 weeks in advance on the Office of Drinking Water website and on the Town’s website to receive comments on the proposed goal. Staff recommends the meeting to be scheduled at 6 p.m. on September 9, 2013 to present the Water Use Efficiency Program and goals and receive comments from the public.
Application for these projects was split: Application #1 is for all reservoir upgrades (which includes a water mixing component) and Application #2 is for water valve replacements through the Town. During the Second Street Improvement Project 4 main water valves we’re replaced, 16 individual residential services and 1 hydrant meter were also replaced. The cost for these replacements came from the water fund in the 2013 budget, and it minimizes the projected expenditures of the loan. 
The Depot area renovation: Sod was laid by the Naches Football Team costing the Town about $140.00 in pizza and drinks for the 2 days of work. Sportsman’s Days street closure for the parade and apple bin races closures to start at 10 a.m. and expected to be back open by 2:30 p.m. Saturday September 14, 2013.
a) AT&T Franchise agreement the Town staff has received documents for the Franchise and it is being processed to relocate the cable out of the flood plain. 
b) Evans/Moyer shore line application also in process: the application is in the environmental stage.
c) Naches Meadows II new road and cul-de-sac are completed and have passed inspection from the Town’s engineers and they are open to the public.

d) Budget process for 2014 

e) Voided check per State Auditor’s Requirements: every time a check is voided it’s to be presented and approved by Council. 

General maintenance is being done; Public Works is working on crosswalks and street painting expecting to be done before school starts; general maintenance is also being done. 
Clerk/Treasurer Birrueta asked Council to review/discuss the July 2013 Treasurer reports. 
Staff provided the Voucher report. Council reviewed the July vouchers presented for approval.
Council reviewed the consent agenda.
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:43 p.m.
