	Penney Avenue Improvements: Closeout in process and the Town received the  release certificates from Department of Revenue.
Second Street Project: TIB Construction match and reimbursement. Construction was completed August 16th still working on the punch list and closeout process to follow.  Reimbursement will not be submitted until October.
 STP funding is available and the Town is expecting a notice in the near future for design funds to be authorized.
Water Comp Plan. Work is being done using CDBG Rehab funds. There is necessary data that must be compiled before completion by the Town. The Water Comp Plan needs to be updated every 7 years and needs to be completed and approved by the Department of Health by March of 2014.  It takes about 13 months for completion and the update is required. The Water Use Efficiency goal was discussed during the Public Forum at 6:00 P.M. No testimony was received.
Application for these projects was split: Application #1 is for all reservoir upgrades (which includes a water mixing component) and Application #2 is for water valve replacements through the Town. Loans are approved and in the process, but it doesn’t mean that both loans need to be accepted by Council. Application #1 is more appealing for the upgrades to the reservoir and includes a mixing zone and other upgrades.
The Depot area renovation: Depot area renovation is completed for the most part and the Town is excited to participate in conjunction with the Lions Club and Naches Chamber of Commerce the Naches Sportsman’s Days event starting September 13 through 15th. 
a) AT&T Franchise agreement the Town staff has received documents for the Franchise and it is being processed to relocate the cable out of the flood plain. The Town is waiting on a response from AT&T. 
b) Evans/Moyer shore line application also in process: the application is in the environmental stage for a 4-plex to be built along Highway 12.
c) Allan Brother’s/ Yakima Valley Orchards submitted an application for Conditional Use to add 4 more H2A housing units. An Open Public meeting with the Planning Commission is schedule for October 7th  hopefully the Planning Commission has a recommendation by the next Council Meeting October 14th 2013. 

d) Naches Meadows II hoping to start construction of new duplexes in the next 2 months.
e) Budget process for 2014 revenue forecast staff recommends dedicating a 15 minute session of each Study Session for the 2014 Budget until the 2014 budget is adopted. 
f) Clerk Birrueta discussed, Gov-Teller credit card service for online payments and countertop terminal. Gov-Teller features no fees to government agency; Consumer-fee passed onto consumer. No setup cost, no annual fee. The cost to the Town would be the equipment cost. Gov-Teller processing fees are lower than the current company. 
g) Vision Annual Conference in Leavenworth on October 9th  and Clerk Birrueta is planning to attend one day for the Annual report information. 
h) IACC Conference Wenatchee in October Admin. Ranger might be attending this conference. 

General maintenance is being done; Public Works has done a great job maintaining the Town and the Depot area looks great. 
Clerk/Treasurer Birrueta asked Council to review/discuss the August 2013 Treasurer reports. 
Staff provided the Voucher report. Council reviewed the August vouchers presented for approval.
Council reviewed the consent agenda.
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
