Danielle Surkatty representing the Chinook Center Byway informed those in attendance about a recently-awarded grant to the Chinook Center Byway by the US Department of Transportation’s Federal Highway Administration.  The new plan will build on this previous effort to include the Eastern section of the byway, engage stakeholders in Cliffdell, Naches and Yakima and focus on the byway traveler benefits.
