Second Street Improvements: closeout process: the Town has received all releases. 
ECS submitted on January 10, 2014 and now working on Right of Way with Yakima County/ CA Agreement, Design phase and Bids are expected as early as March 2014.
Water Comp Plan. Work is being done used CDBG Rehab funds and 410 Fund. There is necessary data that must be compiled before completion by the Town. The Water Comp Plan needs to be updated every 7 years and needs to be completed and approved by the Department of Health by March of 2014. It takes about 13 months for completion and the update is required.  The Town received a letter from the Department of Health requesting a 90 day review extension.

	 Applications for these projects were split: Reservoir Design has started. Water Valve Improvement Design has started and staff is expecting to start replacing the valves before construction begins on Railroad Street Extension. 
a) End of the year process: Clerk Birrueta informed Mayor and Council that no treasurer reports were available as books are to remain open until January 20, 2014 by law. Clerk Birrueta included 2 packets of vouchers, one for December 2013 expenses and one for January 2014 expenses. 

b) Countywide Planning Policy: Yakima County is distributing a draft revision of the Inter-local agreement with a compilation of suggested changes. The document is shorter, clearer, and lays out obligations that the State requires of us, and obligations that all Countywide Planning Policy members agreed to perform. There will be more to come as it moves forward. 

c) Marijuana Map for Naches: This outlines the State requirements and leaves the Town with extremely limited opportunities for marijuana businesses.

d) Transportation Alternative application did not receive funding. The application was processed with the Town being considered Urban Class instead of Rural Class. 

e) AT&T is presumed to be replacing the cable soon. The Department of Ecology issued the permit and is waiting for the 20 day comment period to expire.
f) Land Use Fees: Staff is looking at land use fees to possibly increase them to cover all costs of processing critical areas and shoreline applications and other land use items.
g) BAR Fitness Club Application is still going through a business plan competition. 
h) Surplus List is in the packet. The procedure would be to advertise and take sealed bids on the listed items. 
i) Capital Request for Bonlow Drive Extension:  sponsored to Rep. Charles Ross to be included during the Legislative session for funding. 

General maintenance is being done, including recycling material. Mike and Paul will be attending the Evergreen Rural Water Conference in February to keep up their required certifications. Mike will be attending the Washington State Spray conference in February to maintain his spray certifications.

Councilwoman Hawver, the Naches Park Board manager brought up the options discussed with the park board of having fund raising campaigns and also to raise awareness of the ballot coming up in February for funding the pool for the summer of 2015.   
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:55 p.m.
