	 Applications for these projects were split: Reservoir Design has started. Water Valve Improvement Design has started and Environmental process. 
a) End of the year process: Clerk Birrueta will be attending Annual Report training Class in March 2014, now working on the USDA Annual report coming up due in March 2014. Clerk Birrueta will be attending a BARS training class done through WFOA with the Washington State Auditors to meet the new changes and requirements set by the State Auditors.
b) Admin. Ranger: During the power outage of February 6th Well #1 burned staff is working on having it rebuild up and running as soon as possible.

c) Countywide Planning Policy: Yakima County is distributing a draft revision of the Inter-local agreement with a compilation of suggested changes. The document is shorter, clearer, and lays out obligations that the State requires of us, and obligations that all Countywide Planning Policy members agreed to perform. There will be more to come as it moves forward. 

d) Marijuana Map for Naches: This outlines the State requirements and leaves the Town with extremely limited opportunities for marijuana businesses.

e) Transportation Alternative application did not receive funding. Staff is planning on revisiting this in May 2014. 

f) AT&T is presumed to be replacing the cable soon. The Department of Ecology issued the permit and is waiting for the 20 day comment period to expire.
g) Land Use Fees: Staff is looking at land use fees to possibly increase them to cover all costs of processing critical areas and shoreline applications and other land use items.
h) Surplus List is in the packet. The procedure would be to advertise and take sealed bids on the listed items all 4 items we’re sold and it brought $5,754.00. Public Works worked on recycle material and took 3 loads to Pacific Steel and it brought $1,456.00.
i) Capital Request for Bonlow Drive Extension:  sponsored to Rep. Charles Ross to be included during the Legislative session for funding. Staff is hoping to make the cut on funding for Bonlow Drive in the next Legislative meeting coming up by the end of February. 
j) SIED Application: Staff is looking into SIED funds the County has about 5 million dollars. SIED is more of business economic tool. The Town serves as a pass through agency only.
General maintenance is being done, including recycling material. Mike and Paul will be attending the Evergreen Rural Water Conference in February to keep up their required certifications. Mike will be attending the Washington State Spray conference in February to maintain his spray certifications.
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:55 p.m.
