	 Applications for these projects were split: Reservoir Design has started. Water Valve Improvement Design has started and we are waiting for response for the environmental process to continue. 
a) End of the year process: Clerk Birrueta attended the Annual Report training Class March 4, 2014. Clerk Birrueta completed and submitted the USDA Annual Report. Clerk Birrueta will be attending a BARS training class done through WFOA with the Washington State Auditors to meet the new changes and requirements set by the Washington State Auditors April 16, 2014.
b) Admin. Ranger:  Well #1 is back on operation status.
c) Countywide Planning Policy: Yakima County is distributing a draft revision of the Inter-local agreement with a compilation of suggested changes. The document is shorter, clearer, and lays out obligations that the State requires of us, and obligations that all County Planning Policy members agreed to perform. There will be more information as the process moves forward. 

d) Marijuana Map for Naches: This outlines the State requirements and leaves the Town with extremely limited opportunities for marijuana businesses.

e) Transportation Alternative application did not receive funding. Staff is planning on revisiting this in May 2014 during the funding cycle for Safe Routes to School. 

f) AT&T is presumed to be replacing the underground cable soon. The Department of Ecology issued the permit and is waiting for the 20 day comment period to expire no further information has been received. 
g) Land Use Fees: Staff is looking at land use fees to possibly increase, to cover all costs of processing critical areas and shoreline applications and other land use items.
h) Capital Request for Bonlow Drive Extension: Project is sponsored by Rep. Charles Ross and should be included during the Legislative session for funding.  
i) SIED Application: Staff is looking into SIED funds. The County has about 5 million dollars. The Town serves as a pass through agency only and administers the project.
General maintenance is being done, including recycling material and, snow removal. Mike and Paul attended the Evergreen Rural Water Conference to keep up their required certifications. Mike will be attended the Washington State Spray conference in to maintain his spray certifications.
Ben Annen and Justin Posten from Huigbretse, Louman Associates (HLA) Engineering firm made a presentation of the Water Comp Plan and explained by chapter’s the criteria.  They also spoke about the Water Use Efficiency goals needed to be adopted by the Town. It also addressed consumption against water rights and the Town’s usage is well within the requirements according to the data received by the Town for the past 7 years. The Town has water rights to go well beyond a 20 year demand in accordance with future growth projections. Forecasting future system demands is based upon the projected number of residential, outside residential and commercial water services, and the annual average day, maximum day, and peak hour water demand. Projections are based on an annual growth of 1.3%. 
Councilwoman Hawver explained to Staff, Mayor and Council about the property tax assessments as the park board member’s are looking for funds for maintenance and operation of the Naches park and pool. 
With no further business to discuss at the Council Study Session, the meeting was adjourned at 6:56 p.m.
