	Deputy Durand provided the Yakima County Sheriff’s monthly report including bar graphs and contract time patrolling the Town. The report showed 17 calls in the month of October, 2014. 
Councilwoman Hawver attended the meeting/dinner. YVCOG passed the 2015 budget and also had a presentation from AWC Government Relations Advocate on Operation Strong Cities. 
a)  The regular Council meeting was closed at 7:03 p.m. A Public Hearing was opened to receive comments on the proposed 2015 budget. Clerk Birrueta, explained the estimated revenues and expenditures. After no testimony was received the Public Hearing closed at 7:04 p.m. Regular Council meeting reopened at 7:04 p.m.
b) Regular Council meeting closed at 7:07 p.m. closed record Public Hearing opened at 7:07 p.m. regarding the Naches Elementary School: Town Planner Bill Hordan 410 N 2nd St. Yakima, WA 98901 spoke. He read the Staff Report given during the Open Public Hearing November 3, 2014 during the Planning Commission Meeting. It included the following information: On September 15, 2014 the Town of Naches received a Conditional Use Permit application and Environmental Checklist for ALSC Architects, on behalf of the Naches Valley School District to construct a new elementary school. The proposal is to construct an approximate 67,000 square foot elementary school with approximately 310 parking spaces and associated outdoor playfields. As of the date of this staff report, the properties involved are currently owned by the Naches Valley School District No. JT3, Allan Bros. Inc., and Hollis & Harriet Finney. A short plat exemption has been conditionally approved to merge these properties into the final school district configuration but has not yet been finalized. The property is currently vacant and there is currently no address of the property. The property lies within the Town Limits of Naches, Washington and is generally located on the north side of Bonlow Drive, near the intersection of U.S. Highway 12 and Allan Road (Parcel Nos: portion Allan Bros. Inc., 171410-11003, Naches Valley School District No. JT3 171410-12402 and Hollis & Harriet Finney 171410-12001 and portion of 171403-34006). This application was determined complete for processing on September 19, 2014. Project description the project is expected to start in the Fall/Winter of 2014 and be completed in the Summer/Fall of 2016. As proposed, the elementary school will accommodate a staff of approximately 50 persons and approximately 600 students. While the school is being constructed, the proponent intends to submit the necessary Shoreline Application and Environmental Review application to complete Bonlow Drive. The completion of Bonlow Drive will provide two points of ingress and egress to the school site and is expected to be constructed in time for occupancy of the new elementary school in the fall of 2016. General days of operation will be 5 days a week, Monday through Friday, during the school year. The hours of operation are generally 9:00 a.m to 3:00 p.m. It is anticipated that the facility will be used outside those timelines for community events, neighborhood meetings and sporting activities, similar to current school events held at the existing elementary school. Town of Naches zoning ordinance standards include the placement of schools within the Town Limits of Naches is guided through Naches Municipal Code Title 17, the Town zoning ordinance. After analysis based on a review of the project site, agency comments, the Town of Naches Zoning Ordinance, the Town of Naches Comprehensive Plan and the Conditional Use Criteria, the proposal meets all standards as required to be located at this site. The Town Staff recommends approval of the new Naches Valley Elementary School subject to the following conditions: 
1. The proposal is subject to all mitigation measures of the Town of Naches Final Mitigated Determination of Nonsignificance issued on October 3, 2014.

2. Phase 3 of the Bonlow Drive Environmental Review and Shoreline Application must be approved and actual construction of the Bonlow Drive/ U.S. Highway 12 intersection constructed and completed prior to the occupancy of the elementary school, unless otherwise approved by the Town Administrator. 

3. The Conditions of Approval for the short plat exemption (boundary line adjustment) issued on August 28, 2014 must be completed prior to the issuance of a building permit, unless otherwise approved by the Town Administrator.

4. All storm water must be retained on-site. A storm water plan prepared by an engineer licensed in the State of Washington must be prepared and submitted to the Town of Naches meeting the Town’s engineering standards. 
5. A 6-foot high cyclone fence must be placed around the improved portions of the property along the west, east and north perimeters of the property prior to occupancy of the school. 

6. Building and grading permits, as applicable, shall be obtained prior to any construction on the site.

7. Any sign proposed for the project must comply with the Town of Naches Sign Ordinance Chapter 17.22.

Legal notification pursuant to Naches Code was given on September 19, 2014. No written comments were received from the public during the comment period. All persons present at the Open Record Hearing were given the opportunity to speak for, or against, the proposed project. 

The owners of the adjacent land expressed neither approval nor disapproval of the proposal. The applicant and property owner were in favor of the application. Other than School District officials and the District’s architect, no members of the public were present at the Open Record Public Hearing. Those who spoke during the Open Record Public Hearing were in favor of the project. 
 The Town of Naches Planning Commission recommends approval of the Conditional Use Permit proposal by the Naches Valley School District to construct and approximate 67,000 square foot elementary school and associated improvements as described in the application subject to the following conditions of approval. Specifically: 
1. The proposal is subject to all mitigation measures of the Town of Naches Final Mitigation Determination of Nonsignificance issued on October 3, 2014.

2. Phase 3 of the Bonlow Drive Environmental Review and Shoreline Application must be approved and the actual construction of the Bonlow Drive/ U.S. Highway 12 intersection constructed and completed prior to the occupancy of the elementary school, unless otherwise approved by the Mayor/ Town Administrator. 

3. The conditions of Approval for the short plat exemption (boundary line adjustment) issued on August 28, 2014 must be completed prior to the issuance of a building permit, unless otherwise approved by the Mayor/Town Administrator.

4. All storms water must be retained on-site. A storm water plan prepared by an engineer licensed in the State of Washington must be prepared and submitted to the Town of Naches meeting the Town’s engineering standards.

5. A 6-foot high cyclone fence must be placed around the improved portions of the property along the west, east, south and north perimeters of the property prior to occupancy of the school. 

6. Building and grading permits, as applicable, shall be obtained prior to any construction on the site.

7. Any sign proposed for the project must comply with the Town of Naches signs Ordinance-Chapter 17.22. The Closed Record Public Hearing closed at 7:16 p.m. The regular Council meeting reopened at 7:16 p.m. Council members discussed the project amongst themselves asked questions to the Town Planner. Councilwoman Hawver stated for the record that she’s very concerns about the proposed intersection on U.S. Highway 12 and Bonlow Drive. Town Planner Hordan, reinstated that all agencies involve are working diligently so ensure safety. Agencies include Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT), Yakima County and the Town of Naches.

a) Railroad Avenue Extension: Progress estimate No. 2 for work performed by Scout Lake Construction, Inc. through September 30, 2014. The amount due the contractor of $168,261.73 is net, as per contract documents. Reimbursement has been received and the check is in the packet for approval. Councilman Hawver moved to approve payment. Seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion carried unanimously. Progress estimate No. 3 for work performed by Scout Lake Construction, Inc. the amount due to the contractor is $23,193.58 is net, as per contract documents. Payment will be issued once reimbursement has been received. Councilman Hawver moved to approve and submit for reimbursement. Seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion carried unanimously. 
b) (DWSRF) Loan projects: Reservoir and Water Valve replacement. Progress Estimate No. 4 for work performed by Remcon, Inc. through October 31, 2014. The amount due the contractor of $11,515.34 is net after retainage, as per contract documents, payment will be issue once reimbursement has been received. Councilman Hawver moved to approve progress estimate No. 4. Seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion carried unanimously. 
c) Union Labor negotiations were not discussed. 
d) Bonlow Drive Extension Phase I: Construction started and is almost completed. Discussed 
e) 2015 Budget Process schedule/2015 Preliminary Budget available. 
f) Department of Ecology Application Grant Loan was discussed. 
a) 2015 Interlocal Corrections/Detention Agreement was review and discussed 
b) Business License Fee’s and proposed language changes were briefly discussed. The full text is in the packet for review.
c) Elementary School Conditional Use Permit, Planning Commission Recommendation was further discussed after closing the Closed Public Record Hearing. Councilwoman Hawver voiced her concern regarding the intersection of Bonlow and Highway 12. It was noted that the intersection would be designed in accordance with WSDOT standards and would be WSDOT approved. Councilwoman Hawver indicated she understood that, but was still concerned with traffic and possible accidents at that intersection due to increased traffic. 
a) Proposed Resolution No. 2014-15: A resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington, authorizing the Mayor to sign the 2015 interlocal corrections/detention agreement with Yakima County. Councilman Williams moved to approve Resolution No. 2014-15. Seconded by Councilman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously. 

b) Proposed Ordinance No. 696: An ordinance of the Town of Naches, Washington, related to the conditional use approval of the Naches K-4th Elementary located within the general business zone. Councilman Weekes moved to approve Ordinance No. 696. Seconded by Councilman Williams. Motion carried unanimously. 
Regular Council meeting closed at 7:34 p.m. Executive Session opened at 7:34 p.m., pursuant to RCW 42.30.110 (g). The executive Session will last five minutes and no decision will be made a result of executive session. Executive session closed at 7:40 p.m. Regular Council Meeting was reopened at 7:40 p.m.
