	Naches Valley School District: Bonlow Drive (Phase II). Paving will occur during Phase II of the project. Proposed entrance to drop off changed. SEPA/Shoreline applications DNS issued. 
a) Phase III SEPA and Shoreline Application: Processed and currently is with the Department of Ecology for the final review and permit. 
b) Ecology Grant for Vactor and Sweeper: Staff is preparing for the agreement negotiations.  
c) Yakima Emergency Management Program.
d) Yakima County Wide Planning Update 2015-2040: Admin. Ranger discussed. 

e) Staff is still working on records retention.
f) Urban Growth Management to start the process sometime this summer. Admin. Ranger met with Yakima County on April 8, 2015 regarding the process potentially to start with Planning Commission in June 2015. 
g) Depot Advisory Committee: Depot Committee met and would like to come up with a calendar for the 2015 summer events. The Committee would like to have a June and July movie in the Depot Park. In August they are working towards having a cook-off in the park. Outdoor movie equipment purchase proposal is in the packet. 
General maintenance is being done, sweeper rental for the past 2 weeks and prioritized cleaning the streets. Water system telemetry is installed and completed.   Admin. Ranger and Mayor Carney, have completed the projects list for 2015. Spraying roadway and weeds control, and irrigation start-up.    
Staff provided the Voucher report to Council and reviewed the list. Clerk Birrueta provided the treasurer report for March 2015. 
Clerk Birrueta, informed Council that she completed the 2014 Annual report and it’s on the reviewing process with Monte Scacco. 
Councilman Weekes, stated that some residents have contacted him in the past 2 months regarding the alleys on Naches Ave., Moxee Ave., and Sinclair Ave. The residents are complaining about the pot holes and how bad they are. Admin. Ranger explained to Councilman Weekes, the complaint process for the Town. Every complaint is to come through Town Hall a formal complaint form that needs to be completed in order to address any issues and prioritize the Public Works work load. Currently Public Works is working on the irrigation system, addressing leaks and fixing them.
