	Chief Durand, provided the Yakima County Sheriff’s monthly report including bar graphs and contract time patrolling the Town. The report showed 25 calls in the month of September, 2015.
Councilwoman Hawver attended the meeting, where YVCOG celebrated the 50th year anniversary for People for People. Those in attendance included Curtis King, Chandler and Bouchey. 
The regular Council meeting was closed at 7:13 p.m. A Public Hearing was opened to receive comments on the proposed Ad Valorem Tax Levy revenues for the 2016 Budget at 7:13 p.m. After no testimony was received, the Public Hearing closed at 7:14 p.m. The regular Council meeting reopened at 7:14 p.m.

a) Bonlow Drive Extension Phase III: Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired.
b) Department of Ecology Application Grant Sweeper: Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired. 
c) Engineering Services 2016 through 2018. Staff reviewed and scored the submitted RFQ’s. Two firms submitted RFQs: G&O and HLA. After reviewing and scoring each firm Mikel Davis, Admin. Jeff Ranger and Clerk Birrueta reviewed. Staff recommends HLA. The contract is on the table tonight for consideration. Admin. Ranger explained the contract rates.

d) 2016 Budget schedule: The 2016 budget schedule was approved in September and includes dates for the required Public Hearings to be advertised on the 2016 budget process.
e) Town of Naches GMA Update: The Master Interlocal Agreement for Growth Management Act implementation in Yakima County is to provide a management structure for growth and development. 

f) TIB-LED application: Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired. 

g) Naches Avenue and US Highway 12 intersection: The intersection is now completed with new painted lines. 
h) Naches- UGA: Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired. 
a) 2016 Preliminary Budget: The preliminary budget does not include starting balances. The revenues are conservative and the expenditures are high. Once staff receives the Medical Insurance and Liability Insurance rates staff will work on balancing the budget. Currently staff appropriated an increase of 10% on Medical and 5% in liability insurances. The revenues in the 401 fund includes a 1% increase in water and 2% increase in sewer. 
b) Mayor Pro Tem: Councilman Hawver nominated Councilwoman Hawver to be Mayor Pro Tem. There were no other nominations.  Nominations were closed. All councilmembers voted in favor to appoint Councilwoman Hawver as the Mayor Pro Tem. 

c) Master Interlocal Agreement for Growth Management Act Implementation in Yakima County. 

d) Bicycle Rides Northwest, Inc.: Councilwoman Hawver was contacted by this group of bicycle riders, who want to make a stop at the Naches Park and camp overnight sometime in July 2016.

e) Advertise for a Public Hearing for the Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan Update 2015. Councilwoman Hawver moved to approve the advertising of the Public Hearing to be held on November 9, 2015. Seconded by Councilman Weekes. Motion carried unanimously. 
a) Proposed Resolution No. 2015-13: A resolution of the Town of Naches, Washington, adopting the Master Interlocal Agreement for Growth Management Act Implementation in Yakima County. Councilwoman Hawver moved to approved resolution No. 2015-13. Seconded by Councilman Kramer. Motion carried unanimously. 
b) Proposed Resolution No. 2015-14: A resolution of the Town of Naches approving the 2015 Capital Facilities Plan for the Town of Naches, Washington. Councilwoman Hawver moved to approve resolution No. 2015-14. Seconded by Councilman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously.
