After no testimony was received, the Public Hearing closed at 7:11 p.m. A Public Hearing was opened at 7:11 p.m. to receive comments on the proposed Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan Update 2015 for the Town of Naches. After no testimony was received, the Public Hearing was closed at 7:12 p.m. The regular Council meeting reopened at 7:12 p.m. 
Jonathan Smith with New Vision Yakima County Development Association was present. Mr. Smith introduced himself to Mayor, Council and Staff as the new CEO for the economic development resource grants center. 
a) Bonlow Drive Extension Phase III: Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired.
b) Department of Ecology Application Grant Sweeper: Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired. 

c) 2016 Budget Schedule & Preliminary 2016 Budget. Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired.  
d) Town of Naches GMA Update: The Master Interlocal Agreement for Growth Management Act implementation in Yakima County is to provide a management structure for growth and development. Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired. 
e) TIB-LED application: TIB approved the grant and the agreement was included in the packet for consideration tonight. 
f) Naches- UGA: Discussed during Study Session and no further discussion was desired. 
g) Town of Naches Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan Update 2015.

a) Yakima Valley Library Addendum A. Renewal agreement with the Yakima Valley Libraries. The amount was explained including the fact that the utilities amount the library will pay to the Town was adequate.  
b) 2016 Local Corrections/ Detention Agreement was briefly discussed.
c) A letter was received from the Board of Yakima County Commissioners objecting to the proposed 2016 YVCOG Budget and the 2016 salary increases. This was discussed in study session and consensus was that the Town should not vote for a budget with those salary increases. 
d) Councilwoman Hawver requested an addition to the 2016 budget of $1,000.00 to purchase seasonal decorations for the Art Deco building. After discussion Councilman Weekes moved to approve the expenditure and addition to the budget. Seconded by Councilman Hawver. Motion carried unanimously. 

a) Proposed Resolution No. 2015-16: A resolution of the Town of Naches adopting the Hazard Mitigation Plan for the Town of Naches, Washington. Councilwoman Hawver moved to approve resolution No. 2015-16. Seconded by Councilman Weekes. Motion carried unanimously.
